AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 332.59( ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 on Newcomb road between lem turner road and vc johnson road (A PORTION OF R.E. NO(s). 019996-0000, 019449-0000 and 019460-0200), AND OWNED BY southeast industrial acquisition, llc,  AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT AND RESIDENTIAL RURAL-ACRE (RR-ACRE) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO GENERALLY PERMIT LIGHT INDUSTRIAL AND DISTRIBUTION FACILITY USES, AND TO ADD A NEW ENTRY ROAD LOCATION AND SIGNAGE SITE, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE Revised LTI Distribution Facility PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2013C-025; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2013C-025 and companion land use Ordinance 2013-647; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2013C-025, an application to rezone and reclassify from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District and Residential Rural-Acre (rr-Acre) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Paul M. Harden on behalf of  Southeast Industrial Acquisition, LLC, the owner of approximately 332.59( acres of certain real property in Council District 8, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 332.59( acres of land (A portion of R.E. No(s). 019996-0000, 019449-0000 and 019460-0200) is located in Council District 8 on Newcomb Road, between Lem Turner Road and VC Johnson Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Southeast Industrial Acquisition, LLC.  The applicant is Paul M. Harden, Law Office of Paul M. Harden, 501 Riverside Avenue, Suite 901, Jacksonville, FL  32202; (904) 396-5731.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2013C-025, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District and Residential Rural-Acre (RR-Acre) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated January 3, 2014, and the site plan dated November 13, 2013, for the Revised LTI Distribution Facility PUD, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3. The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit light industrial and distribution facility uses and the addition of a new entry road location and signage site.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s):

(a) Prior to final engineering approval, all remaining portions of the remaining property under PUD Ordinance 2005-543-E, currently owned by the applicant and identified as parcel 2 and parcel 3 on the legal description shall be recorded as a conservation easement in a form acceptable to the Office of General Counsel and the City shall initiate a Future Land Use Map Amendment to Conservation (CSV). No improvements, other than required utilities, storm water ponds, and the entrance road, shall be permitted.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I. DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes to rezone 332.59 acres to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for the revised
development of a project known as LTI Distribution Facility PUD. The parcel shal! allow for Light Industrial and
distribution facility uses. The parcel is located north of [-295 and west of Lem Tumer Road. The site is currently
subject to the provisions of a PUD approved in 2008 {(Ordinance 2008-788-E). The updated PUD is for the
purpose of adding a new entry road location and a signage site only.

[l. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shall be developed for industrial uses consistent with the current Industrial Light (IL) zoning category as
set forth in the Jacksonville Code of Ordinances. The site will comply with all IL development restrictions.

A. PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation for this property is Light Industrial
(LI). The current zoning is PUD and RR-Acre. The purpose of the application for PUD approval is to allow for a
use of the property that is consistent with the LI FLUM category of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. The site is the
subject of an existing PUD (2008-788).

1. Permitted Uses

The permitted industrial uses on the site shall be as follows:

The final design of the access locations, internal and external road activities and traffic matters shall be
subject to the review and approval of the Planning Department; however, there shall be no access to the site from
Hemlock Street or Newcomb Road. Access shall be from the access road to the north of the site as depicted on
the site plan. Prior to the verification of substantial compliance of the PUD, a tratfic study shall be provided for
the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department. Al off-site roadway improveinents, other
than those considered a part of the fair share development agreement. must be completed prior to the issuance of a
certificate of gccupancy.

B. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
1. Retention

If required, stormwater retentior/detention system shall be designed and constructed in accordance with the
requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District.

C. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

l: Tree Protection and Landscape Buffers

As the site was developed in whole prior to enactment of Part 12, the requirements of the City of Jacksonville
Code 656 Part 12 shall not apply.

2. Signage

The number, location, height and size of general signage on the property shall be in accbrdance with the Sign
Ordinance of the City of Jacksonville for the current IL Zoning District. However, one (1) sign of up to 200
square feet and 50 feet in height shall be allowed on the frontage parcel adjacent to [-295 (3.969 acre parcel).

3. Lighting

All light fixtures, including security ghting, shall be cutoff fixtures and should be incorporated as an integral
design elernent that complements the design of the building and project through its design stvle. materials, and
color. All cutoff fixuures shall not have more than one percent of lamp lumens above the horizontal. All sap
leuses. drop lenses and conyvex lenses shail be prohibited. IHumination levels at the property fine shall not excecd
one-hali’ footcandle where adjacent to residential areas or rights-of-wav. and one footcandle where adiacent to
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nonresidential uses. A fighting plan showing the photomnetrics, pele height and fixtures shall be submitted. subject
to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department. at the time of verification of substantial
complianee to the PUD,

D. SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to the conditions of this PUD.

G. INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT

1. Proposed Use

The proposed PUD is.an industrial warehouse and distribution facility,

2. Availability of Utility Services

All utilities are available for the proposed PUD.

3. Access to and Suitability of Transportation Arteries

The proposed PUD is located at Lem Tumner Road and 1-295. Lem Turner is designated by the First Coast
Metropolitan Planning Organization to be a major container trucking corridor.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS PROJECT

1. The PUD use reflects a development that will respond to the uses and needs in the area, specifically
Jacksonville Port Authority needs.

2. The PUD conforms to the Goals, Objectives and Policies of the Jacksonville Comprehensive Plan.

3. The PUD allows for an efficient use of land in an industrial and distribution use and is substantially
buffered from all incompatible uses.

4. Provides for public benefit and purpose through development of a major nodal location (Lem Turner

Road and [-295) to take advantage of existing roadways.
