An ordinance APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, AMENDMENT 1 BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND TBE GROUP INC., D/B/A CARDNO TBE, TO EXTEND THE CONTRADCT APPROVED IN ORDINANCE 2013-15-E TO EXTEND THE AGREEMENT UNTIL SEPTEMBER 30, 2014 TO PURSUE GRANTS RELATED TO BROWNFIELDS PROPERTY; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, Amendment 1 to the Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and TBE Group, Inc., d/b/a Cardno TBE, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the amendment 1 is to extend the time to complete the duties which were approved in Ordinance 2013-15 with the TBE Group, Inc., d/b/a Cardno TBE to assist the City to develop a master plan to pursue obtaining grants from federal and state sources available for brownfields project; provide administrative and technical support for any brownfield requests seeking brownfield opportunities; coordinate with the Grants Management Office on the redevelopment and remediation opportunities for the brownfield programs; assist the Grants Management Office in the oversight and grants management of the Brownfields Program, and serve as a liaison with the EPA and other federal agencies on behalf of the City.

Section  3.
Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the current contract expires September 30, 2013. 
Section 4.

Oversight. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Grant Management and Compliance Office to insure compliance with the agreement and all other appropriate laws.
Section 5. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State
of Florida (hereinafter referred to as the “City”) and TBE GROUP, INC. d/b/a CARDNO TBE, a
Florida corporation, with offices located at 10151 Deerwood Park boulevard, Building 200, Suite
250, Jacksonville, Florida 32256 (hereinafter, the “Consultant™), for EPA brownfield assessment
grant writing services, EPA brownfields cleanup grant writing services, and EPA brownfields

consulting services and program support for grants and projects (collectively, the “Project™).

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2013-15-E and effective April 23, 2013, City and
Consultant made and entered into City of Jacksonville Contract No. 9852 (hereinafter, the
“Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2013-__ -E, the City has been authorized to extend the
Agreement for an additional term of one year; and

WHEREAS, the Consultant desires to continue to perform the Professional Services as set
forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement has not been amended previously; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement should be amended by extending the term of the Agreement so
as to extend the service period from October 1, 2013 to June 30, 2014, with no increase to the
maximum indebtedness of the Agreement, with all other provisions, terms and conditions of said

Agreement remaining unchanged; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the Agreement and of the mutual covenants and promises
hereinafter contained, the parties agree as follows:

1. The above-stated recitals are accurate, true and correct and are incorporated herein
and made a part hereof by this reference.

2. Section 3.01 of said Agreement is amended, iI; part, by extending the service period
from October 1, 2013, to June 30, 2014 and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“3.01 The term of this Agreement shall become effective as of the Effective Date and shall
continue and remain in full force and effect as to all its terms, conditions and provisions as set forth
herein, until June 30, 2014, unless sooner terminated by either party, with or without cause, by giving
of not less than thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other party to this Agreement.”

SAVE AND EXCEPT as expressly amended in this instrument, the provisions, terms and
conditions of said Agreement shall remain unchanged and shall continue in full force and effect.
