Additionally, The Comptroller prepares disbursement warrants and conduct a thorough preaudit, where possible, to all claims on all funds, including payrolls, before payment and shall maintain a current audit control over cash receipts; and
WHEREAS, the important duties and functions have surely been absorbed by others in the Finance Department, as the position has been unoccupied for two years, thus rendering the funding for the position unnecessary; now therefore
