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ORDINANCE 2013-690
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING COMMERCE STREET EXTENDING FROM ROGERO ROAD TO WESTDALE DRIVE TO “LIONS CLUB WAY”, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105 (g), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT ALL STREET NAME CHANGES SHALL BE FOR THE ENTIRE LENGTH OF THE STREET NAME; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Arlington Lions Club has existed, and continues its philanthropic involvement in the Jacksonville community for the past 64 years; and

WHEREAS, specifically, the Arlington Lions Clubs founded its local club chapter on January 20, 1949, and has 70 members; and

WHEREAS, the Arlington Lions Club is a part of the Lions Club International whose membership includes 1.4 million men and women, and more than 44,600 clubs in 193 countries; and
WHEREAS, the Arlington Lions Club dedicates its service to fundraisers and support to numerous charitable organizations in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Arlington Lions Club has provided financial support to the following charitable organizations, including but not limited to:  American Diabetes Association, Ronald McDonald House, Jacksonville Police Athletic League, Nemours Wolfson Hospital, North Florida Hearing Aid Bank, Independent Living for the Adult Blind (ILAB), St. Augustine School for the Deaf and Blind, Arlington Little League, Boys and Girls Club of Northeast Florida, Terry Parker High School, Sandalwood High School, Arlington Middle School, Woodland Acres Elementary School, City Rescue Mission and Meal on Wheels; and 
WHEREAS,  the Arlington Lions Club has submitted a request to change the name of Commerce Street which extends from Rogero Road to Westdale Drive in District 7 to “Lions Club Way”; and

WHEREAS, the Arlington Lions Club owns all properties located on the north side of the segment roadway, including the facility addressed at 6523 Commerce Street; and

WHEREAS, other than the real property owned by the Arlington Lions Club, the street name change does not impact any additional properties on the roadway segment; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (g), Ordinance Code, require that street name changes be for the entire length of the street, and not a short segment; but given the nature of the Arlington Lions Club’s extensive community involvement, the Council hereby has determined to waive any limitation on the entire length of a street, and also to waive any other ordinance or rule inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; now therefore; and

WHEREAS, on August 7, 2013, the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee reviewed the street name change, and recommended denial of the request (the recommendation and the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Exhibits 1-2) and,   

WHEREAS, on August 28, 2013, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the street name change, and recommended denial of the request (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are attached hereto as Exhibit 3); and therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Commerce Street Renamed.  The name of Commerce Street which extends from Rogero Road to Westdale Drive, in Council District 7 is hereby renamed “Lions Club Way”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known. A copy of the map of Commerce Street to “Lions Club Way” is attached hereto as Exhibit 4.
Section 2. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (g). Section 745.105 (g) Ordinance Code, requiring that street name changes be for the entire length of a street, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  
Section 3.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Reason for Change: This street name change is being proposed in
recognition of the Arlington Lions Club currently
addressed at 6523 Commerce Street,

Background

The Arlingfon Lions Club facility addressed at 6523 Commerce Street is

located on property that fronts on and accesses from a segment of

Commerce Street that extends from Rogero Road to Sprinkle Drive. All
properties located on the north side of this section of roadway is owned

by the Lions Club.

Properties located on the south side of this road segment are owned by
the City of Jacksonville and Arlington Presbyterian Church. Bruce Park is
located on the property owned by the City and the park is addressed at
6549 Arlington Road. The Presbyterian Church is addressed at 1351
Sprinkie Drive.

The following map shows the location and extent of the proposed name
change. .

The entire length of Commerce Street extends from Bretta Street to
Rogero Road. Although the length of the road extends from Bretta Road
to Rogero Road there is a jog in the road that prevents the road segments
east and west University Boulevard from aligning with one another. As a
result, the proposed street renaming is only considered to be contiguous
with the porfion of Commerce Street that is located east of University
Boulevard. The Commerce Street road name ends at Rogero Road
where the road name becomes Ryance Road.

(b) A proposed change In street name may be initiated by
the City, or by petition filed with the Planning and
Development Department and signed by at least two-thirds
of the owners of property abutting the street.

(1) A proposed street name shall not exceed 30 characters in
length. including directional and street type information, and
shall not include special characters, hyphenation or
abbreviations, and shall otherwise be in compliance with the
guidelines set forth in the Policy.

(Q) All street name changes shall be for the entire length of
the street and not for a short segment of the street. The entire
length shall be deemed as the contiguous length of the road,
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Impacts

Since the Lions Club facility is the only location along the road that is
currently addressed from Commerce Street the only address change that
will be required as a result of this street name change will be the address
of the Lions Club. :

The proposed street renaming is not consistent with Section 745.105 (@in
that only a short segment of Commerce Street will be renamed. Locations
where this type of street name change has occurred can be confusing as
the name of the road changes without warning.

Exhibit 1
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Street Name Change from Commerce Street to Lions Club Way - Staff identified that
this street name change is being initiated by Council Member Dr. Gaffney. The proposed
renaming would change the name of Commerce Street, located between Rogero Road
and West Dale Street, to Lions Ciub Way,

Polnting to the map staff identified that the properties on the north side of the road
and outlined in red are owned by Lions Club and that the Lions Club meefing facility is
addressed from the road at 6523 Commerce Street, The properties on the south side of the
road include Bruce Park, and the old Norman Studios. There are two churches on the
south side of the road, Circle of Faith Ministries which is also addressed from Commerce
Street and then the Arlington Presbyterian Church which is addressed from Sprinkle Road.

There would be two addresses changes required as @ result of this street name
change. One would be the Lions Club Facility and the other would be the Circle of Faith

Ministries.

The enfire length of Commerce Street extends from Bretta Road to Rogero Road. At
Rogero Road the name of the road changes to Ryance Road. However, due o a jegin
the road at University Boulevard the entire length of the contiguous road extends from
University to Rogere Road.

Staff listed the applicable regulations under Chapter 745 pertaining to sfreet name
changes and poeinted out that this proposed name change is not consistent with one of
the regulations that would prohibit a street name change on a short segment of roadway.
Staff pointed out that there is already a change in the road name where the road name
changes to Ryance Road at Rogero Road so this name change would not produce an
additional impact there,

However staff noted that at the location of the name change at Westdale Drive
there are no fraffic control devices that would create a break in traffic flow that might
allow someone to recognize a change in the road name and that this name change
would suddenly occur as an individual travels along the road,

Staff also identified that the street sign at Rogero Road would have to be changed
to show the name of Lions Club way and expressed concem as to whether or not that
would create a problem for anyone looking for Commerce Street in that iocation.

Staff concluded by stating that the only other impacts that they could see would
be the impact of changing the two addresses at the Lions Club facility and at the Circle of
Faith Church.

The Chairman ask the Commiittee if there were any guestions and one Committee
member asked if the Church had been notified?

Staff stated that notices are not sent to property owners for street name changes
because the 911 Committee only makes a recommendation concerning the street name
change and it is not a final decision. The street name change is determined by City
Council. There are two public hearing before City Council and the property owners are
notified concerning these public hearings. The 911 Committee’s recommendation s
attached to the Ordinance that goes to City Council.

Leslie Rosenfeld stated for clarification that the Committee’s comments will be

affached to the ordinance but the ordinance wil continue regardiess of their
recommenddations.

Cherry Shaw stated that the minutes of this meeting will be attached as an excerpt
and the recommendation will also be stated in the legistation.

The Chairman stated that unless there were further questions there is a spedaker
present. He asked the speaker 1o state their name and address.

Horace Strickland identified his name and address and stated that he was the zone
chairman for the Lions Club for the north half of Florida, He stated that the Lions Club is the
largest service club organization in the world and they are located in 236 countries. With
the global positioning sateliite services now, all of the Lions Ciubs in Miami, Tampa,
Daytona, Orlando, Jax Beach are all golng to name thelr streets with the Lions Club name
soO that everybody can just punch in the City and the Lions Club name and access them.if

they need help.

He continued by stating that in Jacksonville the Lions Club services 62 organizations
in the Arington area. He identified that they are not doing this just to name a street but
because they want the accessibility from anybody in the world that needs to get in touch

with them.

Pat Welfe asked if they could accomplish the same thing by putting this through as
an honorary streef name.

The chairman responded by saying that he did not think that the honorary street
name would come up on a GPS mapping system.

Ms, Rosenfeld asked to see the aerial map.
Michael Byrd asked what happens if they move, if they sell the property?,

Mr. Strickland stated that they have been in that location for 63 years and they
have purchased ali the land on both sides. He identified the football field located to the
west of the property and stated that they have their own football league there, He
identified that they don't plan to move and that thelr foundation is well established there.

Ms. Welte asked if there is another Lions Club in Jacksonville. If there'is a Mandarin
Lions Club could we end up having Lions Club Roads all over town?.

Mr. Strickland answered that they are not as large as the Adington Lions Club s,
they are one of the most profitable in the nation. Other clubs only have 10-15 members
and they have 70. He identified that they would not be as likely to request a Lions Club
street name change, however the Jacksonville Beach club has there own name.

Ms. Welfe asked if it is allowable to have a street sign that says “Lions Club Way”
and then have another street blade that says "Commerce Street” that points in the

direction of Commerce Street?..

Mr. Byrd asked who pays for the signs.

Staff replied that there is a fee associated with a street name change that covers
many of these cosfs,

Ms. Lively asked why they were only looking at a segment, doesn't that go against
the Chapter?. Why does this not extend to University Blvd?.

Mr. Strickland stated that the requested change would only require that one
additional address be changed, however extending the name change to University would
require all of the properties aleng the road to change their address. They were looking for
the easiest way to fransition the name change with the least amount of affect for
everyone else up and down the road.

The Chairman asked the JSO and JFRD representatives if this would affect them.

. Jill McElwee asked if roadway ends at that location or if it pick up again beyond
Ryance.

Staff responded it does not.

Ms. Lively stated that JFRD uses maijor roadways in their thinking so between
University and Rogero you are going to have both Commerce Street and Lions Club Way.
She then asked how far Sprinkle Drive extends north of Commerce Street and would there
be a possibility of naming that block?.

Staff showed the extent of Sprinkle Drive on the map.

The Chairman explained fo Mr, Strickland that the Committee is strictly looking at
this name change from a safety perspective and also from the. standpoint of what is
identified under Chapter 745 in the our Code concerning the guidelines for naming
streets. He idenfified that the Committee understands and appreciates everything that
Lions Club has done and that any hesitafion on the part of the Committee Is from this
perspective. He explained that the name change stil has to go before Historic
Preservation and then fo City Councill. :

Ms Rosenfeld expressed concern that Jax Beach also has the same name. She
identified that this is a concem for USPS.

The Chairman asked the Committee if there were any further questions for staff or
for Mr. Strickland. Seeing none he asked for a motion.

Mr. Byrd made a motion for a recommendation that this street name change be
denied.

Ms. Rosenfeld seconded the motion.

The Committee voted 8 in favor of the motion for denial and 1 opposed.

Any historic significance in the existing
street name, we could not determine any
historic significance to the existing street
name.

Number 3 1s where there are any historic
structures or landmarks on this street. This
is one area that concerns us. The Normén'Film
Studios at that property line, the film studios
fronts Commerce Street, and this is a
City-Owned property. It is the last silent
film studio and -- probably in £he country, and
it was also noted for the -- the (inaudible)
movies that were made there by Richard Norman.
It is potentially a national landmark site, but
it definitely is a National Register eligible
property.

But something has changed in the world
today, and it's global positioning systems;
GPSs. Everybody's got one on their iPhone.

You know, they'wve got one built in to the dash
of your car. They've even come ocut now with a
GPS wrist watch that, you know, you can hit
your golf.ball on the fairways, walk to your
gelf ball, and it tells ?ou how far it is to
the hole. It won't tell yéu what iron to hit
next, but it will tell you the distance. So
it's really amazing about these global
positioning systems.

All of the other big cities, like Miami,
Tampa, Orlando, all these other countries --
we're in 230 countries, if I haven't said that
already. But all of these other countries, the
older, more established Lions Club usually gets
the name, which just happens to be us in the

city. And we talked to some of the guys. Some

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of the older guys didn't want to do it, and
some of the newer guys did, you know, so we
tossed it back and forth for a couple of years
and something really amazing happened, and it
happened right here in Jacksonville.

Some guy invented a proton therapy. It's
this laser beam that goes inside your body, and
it goes to a specific cancer, and it kills that.
cancer, and they're called a proton beam
therapy. 'Thére are two of them in the world,
and one of them is in Jacksonville.

We had two young boys, one from Durham,
Engiand, and one from Cromwell, England. One
0of them had a cancer, a tumor in his brain.

The other one had one on his spine. The
English medical system had told them -- said,
we can't operate on you no more. So the

Lions Club there got in touch with us, we got
in touch with Shands. We had built a room at
the Ronald McDonald House when they first built
the Ronald McDonald House. So we bring the
boys over, they go to this therapy, and both of
them are alive today after this therapy. And

it's just awesome, and this is just the start

of it.
