ORDINANCE 2013-692
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $600,000.00 FROM THE OLD KINGS ROAD LANDFILL MITIGATION ACCOUNT TO FUND U.S. 1 WATER SEWER IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN THE RIGHT OF WAY OF NEW KINGS ROAD, U.S. 1 BETWEEN TROUT RIVER BOULEVARD ON THE NORTH AND BORDEN STREET ON THE SOUTH; AMENDING THE 2013-2017 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2013-465-E TO add the Project entitled “U.S. 1 Water Sewer Improvements” to the 2013/2014 fiscal year; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for water sewer improvements within the right of way of New Kings Road, U.S. 1, between Trout River Boulevard on the north and Borden Street on the south, in Council District 10, and more particularly described in the document attached hereto as Exhibit 1.   
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2017 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to move the project entitled “U.S. 1 Water Sewer Improvements” to the 2013/2014 fiscal year. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because said deferral will result in a delay of providing a new waterline within the right of way of New Kings Road, making potable water service available to those areas in the U.S. 1 corridor that are not currently being served. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.


Section 4.

Oversight Department.  The Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.  
Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2014-2015.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
