Background Information:  Pursuant to the Ordinance Code’s stipulations, the Public Service Grant Council has determined that Priority Populations in Eligibility Qualifications for Public Service Grants for the 2014-2015 Fiscal Year are: (1) Homeless persons and families.  The percentage of available funding allocated to this priority populations shall be 45%; (2) Low-income persons and families.  The percentage of available funding allocated to this priority populations shall be 35%; (3) Adults with physical, mental and behavioral disabilities.  The percentage of available funding allocated to this priority population shall be 20%.
