WHEREAS, Mr. Schock served in the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for several years before beginning a private sector career in structural engineering, project management and quality control for several construction companies, mostly working on construction projects on military bases; and


WHEREAS, in 1996 Jim Schock was hired by the City as Manager of the Building Inspection Division and Deputy Building Official, overseeing the operations of the division and making interpretations of the building code as necessary when questions arose during the permitting process; and 


WHEREAS, in early 2012 Mr. Schock was appointed as Chief of the Building Inspection Division and the City’s Chief Building Official; and


WHEREAS, Jim Schock is a recognized expert in the field of building codes, serving on numerous committees that revised and re-wrote the Florida Building Code and Florida Accessibility Code, was a gubernatorial appointee to the Florida Building Commission, Chairman of the Structural Technical Advisory Committee and a member of the Fire Technical Advisory Committee for Florida; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Schock has recently announced his retirement from City government, and the City desires to thank him for his service; now therefore
