AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 380 (SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT), ORDINANCE CODE, TO PROVIDE THAT ALL GARBAGE, RUBBISH, AND REFUSE SET OUT FOR COLLECTION WITHIN THE DOWNTOWN AREA WILL BE PLACED INSIDE A CITY OF JACKSONVILLE SUPPLIED GARBAGE AND RUBBISH CAN; AMENDING CHAPTER 382 (WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICE BY CONTRACTORS AND CITY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT OF SERVICES OF GARBAGE COLLECTION IN THE DOWNTOWN AREA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Jacksonville approved the FY12-13 budget by Ord 2011-405-E that provides for a fee of $46.70 for each garbage and trash container per customer per month within the Downtown Area, and the City of Jacksonville wishes to maintain the clean and orderly placement of garbage and trash by the Downtown Area customers in garbage and trash containers along the right-of-ways and sidewalks of the Downtown Area, now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Subject only to the following exceptions, garbage, rubbish and refuse shall be collected and stored in garbage receptacles:

All garbage, rubbish, and refuse set out for collection within the Downtown Area will be placed inside a City of Jacksonville supplied garbage and rubbish can.

Within the Downtown Area, no garbage, rubbish or refuse shall be placed for curbside collection or allowed to remain placed or otherwise allowed to exist on or along the curbside for curbside collection between 9:00 AM and 2:00 PM. No garbage, rubbish or refuse of any kind shall be collected unless it is placed inside the garbage and rubbish cans with the lids closed that meet the requirements of Section 380.203(a)(3). No such materials shall be collected from the ground or from any other type of container but those garbage and rubbish cans supplied by the City of Jacksonville.

Within the Downtown Area, applicants for small commercial service shall pay the rate of $46.70 per City of Jacksonville supplied garbage and rubbish can per month, or $140.10 per garbage and rubbish can per quarter, or $560.40 per garbage and rubbish can per year.
