An ordinance PROVIDING FOR THE CARRYOVER OF FUNDS AS APPROVED IN 2012-90-E TO FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014, for THE GRANT FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE TO FUND THE FOURTH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT ADULT DRUG COURT; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Authorization of Carryover.  The funds approved in 2012-90-E shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2013-2014.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the extension of the appropriation, as authorized by 2012-90-E, is that the original appropriation was one time money to be spent over a three year period, but was only authorized to carryover for the first two fiscal years. An extension of the carryover to fiscal year 2013-2014 is needed in order to utilize the funds in the final year of the grant from the Department of Justice to fund the Fourth Judicial Circuit Adult Drug Court.
Section 3.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage, pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that an extension of the carryover to fiscal year 2013-2014 is needed in order to utilize the funds in the final year of the grant so that services can be continued and not delayed.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
