An ordinance appropriating $299,991.73 in GRANT FUNDING FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE/BUREAU OF JUSTICE ASSISTANCE TO FUND ADDITIONAL RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT SLOTS AND EXPAND THE FOURTH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT ADULT DRUG COURT IN ORDER TO PROVIDE INTENSIVE MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES TO ADEQUATELY TREAT PROGRAM PARTICIPANTS, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 14-006; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2014-2015; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE OFFICE OF JUSTICE PROGRAMS GRANT AWARD AND SPECIAL CONDITIONS DOCUMENTS; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2014-2015.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund additional residential treatment slots and expand the Fourth Judicial Circuit Adult Drug Court in order to provide intensive mental health services to adequately treat Adult Drug Court Program participants. The goal of the Program is to increase safety and reduce substance abuse and criminal recidivism in Duval and Clay counties in order to increase offenders’ likelihood of successful rehabilitation. The Program is a joint solicitation between SAMSHA-Substance Abuse and Mental Health Administration through the Department of Health and Human Services and the Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance.
Section 4.

Execution of documents approved and authorized.
There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Office of Justice programs Grant Award and Special Conditions documents attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage, pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that this grant was missed on the B1 Schedule and it is the last year of a 3-year continuation grant for the Adult Drug Court. There are clients at the end of their substance abuse and mental health treatment and funds need to be appropriated so that services can be continued and not delayed.

River Region Human Services will provide substance abuse screening as well as substance abuse and/or mental health services to 750 clients

referred by the Duval County Adult Drug Court and Ctay County Adult Drug Court based on the following service information:

Assessment Specialists wnll be provided to lhe court daily for Substance Abuse and Mental Health Screening/
Assessments for program placcment using the Addiction Severity Index (ASD)

Assessment utilizing the American Society of Addiction Medicine criteria for treatment level of care.
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Screening/Assessment consists of initial screening and if needed assessment to determine client eligibility for Substance Abuse Treatment and/or
Drug.Court placement. The severity of a client's assessment determine if the client is placed in either Residential, Outpatient, Mental Health

or Co-occuming treatment.

Outpatient Treatment consists of individual and group sessions that follow the drug court phase requirements, for drug court clients,
or are individualized to assist client in successful completion court required treatment.

This includes includes a minimum of one Individual Session each month in outpatient treatment

services. A client will receive a Treatment Plan Re-Assessment a minimum of one time each month.

\f’eéi(ly Couirt Reports, outline and reflect the client's progress and participation for Court.
Psychiatric Medications will be prescribed by our Medical Doctor on an as needed basis.

Residential Level IT Co-occurring Treatment involves stay at our 24-hour/7 days a week Substance Abuse
Treatment facility located at 2981 Parental Home Road. Clients receive in excess of 40 hours of
substance abuse treatment each week; consisting.of one on one counseling, group therapy
' sessions, drug education arid ‘Other: tréatment modalities as needed. Referrals are made based on
a comprehensive assessment performed by a substance abuse professional. This also includes
co-occuring mental health services and medication management for these clients at our residential facility
as directed by the individual's treatment plan,
