Section 1.

(Professional Services — 03109)

$8000 Professional Services: $5000 Interpreting Service: These funds are used to acquire
interpreting services for the Hearing impaired as required by law, $3000 Professional Services:
Funds will be allocated to cover the cost of independent contractual professional speakers and
trainers for the ADA Symposium.

(Travel Expense- 04002)

$1,376 Travel Expense: These funds will be used for multiple City employees to attend two
mandatory ADA training to ensure satisfaction of the Department of Justice litigation,
compliance and improvement for the City of Jacksonville and citizens.

(Food-05206)

$17,500 Food: $11,200 to purchase food vouchers for the 2014 11" Annual Fun with the Suns
event for up to 1600 individuals and volunteers (1600 full meal vouchers @ $7.00 each to
include drinks, snacks, hamburgers or hotdogs), $6,300 for the Mayor’s Disability Council
retreat, Parking Volunteers Quarterly training, New Parking Volunteer graduation class, 2™
Annual ADA Symposium, Employment ADA Symposium and other disability related events.

(Other Construction - 06505)
$20,000 Other Construction: $20,000 these funds will be utilized to build wheelchair ramps
for low-income or no income persons with disabilities.

$13,000 Disabled Parking Enforcement Program: These fund will be used to purchase
citation/envelope books, uniforms for new and existing volunteers, badges, volunteers parking
passes to attend required court when a citation is contested, sign language (if requested)

other associated cost to certify additional new volunteers and supplies.

(Miscellaneous Services — 04938)

$29,294 Other Miscellaneous Services & Items: These funds will be used to ensure
Department of Justice actions are completed, per settlement agreement. In addition funds will be
used to support and sponsor community activities, ADA Tools, ADA Annual Symposium, ADA
Employment Symposium, North Florida School of Special Education, promotional items,
supplies for special events as they arise. For example: Digital Levels, ADA reference handbooks,
Door Bell with Flashers, adaptive equipment for persons with disabilities and other promotional
assisted devices for employee’s. In addition these funds will provide ongoing improvements with
regard to accessibility in city owned properties that would improve the quality of life for persons
with disabilities.

(Miscellaneous Services — 04938)

$200 Transportation: These funding will be used to provide JTA Connexion bus tickets for
low-income persons with disabilities who attends the Mayor’s Disability Council meeting and
City Council meetings on regular bases.
