AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.33(  ACREs LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 at 0 merrill road between wedgefield boulevard and kingstree drive west (R.E. NO. 120466-0030), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY MICHAEL T. KIRTON AND TERRY LEE PETERSON, AS TRUSTEE OF the terry lee peterson trust, FROM commercial office  (co) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit a sit-down restaurant with drive through facilities AND OTHER RETAIL AND COMMERCIAL SERVICE USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE krispy kreme at merrill road PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Michael T. Kirton and Terry Lee Peterson, as Trustee of the Terry Lee Peterson Trust, the owner(s) of approximately 1.33( acres located in Council District 1 at 0 Merrill Road between Wedgefield Boulevard and Kingstree Drive West (R.E. No. 120466-0030), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Commercial Office (CO) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Office (CO) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated December 13, 2013, and written description dated September 30, 2013, for the Krispy Kreme at Merrill Road PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a sit-down restaurant with drive through facilities and other retail and commercial service uses as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s):

(a) The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated December 2, 2013 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b) All trees greater than 5” in caliper along the western property boundary abutting Kingstree Drive West within the first 15 feet from the right-of-way shall be preserved, except where to accommodate access, utilities and provide clear site triangle subject to the review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(c) There shall be no outdoor audio speakers installed on the subject property.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTIO!

The subject property identified as Real Estate No.120466 0030 on Panel 7411 is comprised of
approximately 1.33 acres and is located in the 7600 block of Merrili Road, between Kingstree Drive West
and Wedgefield Boulevard, in Jacksonville, Florida. The site is undeveloped and is in a commercialretail
corridor along Mermill Road and Kingstree Drive West. The surrounding properties have been developed
(auto pants store to the east, commercial and retail shepping center to the north, offices, multi-family and
single-family to the west and single family to the south).

The Krispy Kreme at Menill Road PUD will be developed as a sit down restaurant, with indoor and
outdoor seating and drive through facilities containing a maximum of 2,600 square fest at a neighborhood
scale for the use and benefit of the surrounding neighborhood. The commercial site will have a single
tenant operating under the limitations of the Commercial Neighborhood (CN) zoning district and as
amended by this PUD, The Krispy Kreme at Merrifl Road will also function within the limits of the
Neighborhood Commercial (NC) Future Land Use designation of the Comprehensive Plan.

The subject property will be developed by JDL Castle Corporation, the prafessional planner/engineers of
record are Taylor and White, Inc., Architects of record are National Restaurant Designers Division of
LMHT Associates.

Il USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses:;

a. As shown on the conceptual site plan (subject to change) as “EXHIBIT £", the property will
contain a single building containing a maximum of 2,600 square feet, with indoor and cutdoor
seating, drive through facilities and sufficient parking generally consistent with "EXHIBIT E”. A
more detailed site plan shall be provided at the time of “Application for Verification of
Substantial Compliance to a Planned Unit Davelopment” as required. A description of the
permissible uses by exception in the PUD is contained below in Part *C*. - ’

b. All uses allowed by right in the Commercial Neighborhood (CN) zoning category including
drive-through facilities.

B. Accessory Structures:
a Accessory uses and structures are aliowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.
b.  Utility uses, (such as A/C units, lift stations and dumpsters may be placed within the setback if
screened by fence andfor landscaping) in this PUD shall be consistent with the Commercial
Neighborhood (CN) Zoning District, :

C. Restrictions on Uses:

Pemnissible uses by exception.

a. Off-street parking fots for premises requiring c;ﬂ-street parking meeting the performance
standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4. .

approved in this Planned Unit Development other than the Krispy Kreme Establishment.

g. Animal boarding for household pets, meeting the performance standards and development
criteria sef forth in Part 4. .

h, Automated Car Washes masting the performance standards and developmeant crileria set forth
in Part 4,

Il. DESIGN GUIDELINE . .
A. Lot Requirements:

(5) Minimum side yard: (Building): 10 Feet

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements.

a. This PUD will maintain a minimum nurriber of parking spaces per 656.604{d)(2). There is no
restriction on the maximum number of parking spaces allowed.

(2) Vehicular Access.

a.  Vehicular access to the property will be from Merrill Road and Kingstree Drive West as shown
on "EXHIBIT E". Access at Merrill Road will be a right-infright-out. The maximum driveway
width will be thirty six (36) feet and designed per the City of Jacksonville requirements.

b. The southem meandering shared driveway was requested by the previous Councilman for this
District in order to provide convenient access for the surrounding neighborhood to the other
commercial properties along Memill Road.

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pédestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks where necessary' along Kingstrea Drive
West where right of way is adjacent to Krispy Kreme property as shown on “EXHIBIT E",

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C. Slqns:

a. Signage shall conform 1o the Krispy Kreme Family of signage and shafl consist df the following
signage package per "EXHIBIT J% a primary pole sign of seventy (70) square feet, up to
twenty three (23) feet in height, small directional signs, and muttiple building signs. During the
development of the site there may be placed miscellaneous directional and marketing signs.
These temporary signs will meet the requirements of Section 556.1306 and 656.1307 of the
City of Jacksonville Zaning Code.

D. Landscaping:
Tree Prolection and landscape Buffers: Landscaping will be designed in accordance with the

regulations and provisions of Part 12, of the Zoning Code City of Jacksonville, applicable to
commerciat projects except as noted below: . ‘

a. Required trees along the Merrill Road right-of-way and Kingstree Drive West right-of-way shall
be allowed to be planted in other on-site areas in order to maintain safe site distance along
Merrill Road and Kingsiree Drive West and {o avoid the existing overhead power lines.

b. The 'average'perimeter buffer adjacent fo public right-of-way” (north and west praperty line)
will be ten (10) square feet per linear foot but in na case be less than eight (B) feet wide.

c. The “average perimeter adjacent lo complementary ise® {east properly line) will be five (5)
square feet per liner foot, but in no case be less than five (5) feet wide. .

d. The existing “perimeter adjacent to uncomplimentary use" (south property line) is at ten (10)
square feet per finear foot and will be kept as is.

e The “interior landscaping vehicle use area” will be ten (10) pefcent.

E. Recreation and Open Space:

a. There is no recreation and open space required.
F. Utilities:

a.  Water will be provided by JEA.
b. Sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.
c. Electric will be provided by JEA,

G. Wetlands:

a There are no wetlands on the property.

H. Retention:

a Stermwater will be designed in accordance with the surface water run-off requirements of the
City of Jacksonville and St. Johns River Water Management District. A retention area of
sufficient volume is shown oh Exhibit “E", ° T e

a. The project will be completed in One (1) phase.

J. Concurrency:

a. The “Concurrency Reservation Certificate and Mobility Fee Calculation Cerificate” applications
have been submitted to the City of Jacksanville Concurrency Management Systems Office and
is pending. o
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K. Lighting:

a. Site lighting shall be designed and installed to direct downward and reflect back toward the
subject property to prevent glare or excessive light on surrounding properties. Pole fixtures
shall be flush mounted with full cutoffs. Light fidures on canopies shall be recessed so that
the lens cover is flush with the bottom surface (celiing) of the canopy. The applicant shall
submit a Lighting Plan for the entire site, including fixture types and foot candle illumination, for
review and approval by the Planning and Development Department as pan of the “Application
for Verification of the Substantial Compliance” submittal.

L. Constructlon Traller:

a, An on-site construction trailer will be allowed.

V. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

a. With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted 1o the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all of the existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing
the general layout of the overal! Property.
