AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY .997( of an ACRE LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6 at 11350 san jose boulevard between old river road and mandarin road (R.E. NO. 156039-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY bsv san jose Boulevard, llc, FROM CO (COMMERCIAL OFFICE) AND PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to allow retail sales of new or used automobiles, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE BSV motors PUD; pud rezoning subject to conditions; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, bsv San Jose Boulevard, llc, the owner(s) of approximately .997( of an acre located in Council District 6 at 11350 San Jose Boulevard between Old River Road and Mandarin Road (R.E. No. 156039-0000), and as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) and PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) and PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 8, 2013, and written description dated October 15, 2013, for the BSV Motors PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit the retail sales of new or used automobiles, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s):

(a) Outside display shall be permitted only under the front building canopy and a maximum of five (5) automobiles shall be displayed outside.
(b) Employee and customer parking are the only uses permitted in the parking area at the rear of the building.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Section 4.

Remodeling of an existing Metal Building into an Automobile Sales Center including
Outdoor Display Area and Automobile Storage.

The majority of the renovation will be limited to the front portion of the building where
the Sales activity is to take place.

CONSTRUCTION TYPE:

I

The building is classified Type III B per Table 503 of the 2010 Florida Building Code
(FBC), non-protected, non-sprinklered.

It is a metal frame with rigid bents with eave heights varying from 14 ft to 18ft.

The occupancy shall be Business (B) and Mercantile (M) in the front Showroom and
Storage (S-2) in the Automotive Storage of the facility. Two hour separation is required
at B and M from S-2. :

EXTERIOR:

The front sloped fagade will be covered with a Stucco Plane which will tier back at the
soffit level. In addition, a slightly taller entrance portal will be provided in the center of
the building to assist in providing some much needed definition. See extenor elevation
attached.

The front section will be stucco to be extended from column line 8 to column line 5 per
the attached plan. A four foot long masonry wall extending to the top of the Stucco Plane
will be provided at column line 5 to provide the termination for the stucco. From column
line 5 to column line 1 and around the back, the building will maintain the metal siding.

There will be a new front entry with concrete steps to current code and the existing ramp
on the south side of the building will be maintained for handicap access (currently is less
than the required 1:12 slope).

Parking requirements are noted on the attached Conceptual Site Plan drawn over the
existing survey. Traffic patterns are also indicated therein.
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Outdoor display under existing canopy with five (5) to seven (7) vehicles (currently
seven shown on site plan.)

INTERIOR:

The business portion will consist of offices, restrooms, waiting and reception afea.

The Sales/Showroom wi.ll display seven (7) or eight (8) vehicles (currently 7 shown on
the plan). These areas are to be air conditioned and provide the required msulatlon per
the Energy Code.

The rear portion will have Automotive Storage and will be cooled. It will be separated
from the Business and Sales Area by a two hour wall. The two hour wall will have
openings such as doors and windows, but will be protected by fire shutters at the

windows and the doors will be rated to no less than 1 2 hour rating.

There will be at least one personnel door and two to three overhead doors for vehicular
access. See attached Overall Floor Plan.

The PUD will allow spécific uses by right and contain restrictions on the uses which are
not typically allowed in a conventional zoning district. The owner seeks to allow the
retail sales of new / used vehicles as a permitted use instead of a use by exception.

(18) Churches, including a rectory or similar use.

(19). Outside retail sales of holiday items; subject to the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(20) Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center
(but not on an out-parcel or within a stand-alone structure), provided such use is limited
to 30 percent of the total gross square footage of the retail shopping center of which the
wholesaling use or activity is a part, and further provided there is no warehousing or

storage of products not directly associated with the wholesahng or distributorship
businesses located on the premises. -

(21) Assembly of components and light manufacturing when in conjunction with a retail
sales or service establishment, conducted without outside storage or display.

(8) Pawn shops (limited to items permitted in the CCG-1 Zoning District).

(9) Recycling collection points meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

(13) Restaurants with the outside sale and service of food meeting the performance
standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

(14) Billiard parlors.
(15) Service and repair of general appliances and 'smatl engines.

(16) Schools meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part

C. Limitations on Permitted or Permissible Uses by Exception: Sale, service and display
(except for automobile sales), preparation and storage shall be conducted within a

completely enclosed building.

A. Lot Requirements:

(6) Minimum rear yard: Ten (10) feet.
(7) Maximum height of structures. Sixty (60) feet.
B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
(1) Parking Requirements.

The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with the
requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.
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(2) Vehicular Access.

Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of San Jose Boulevard, a 100 foot
public right of way, substantially as shown in the Site Plan. See attached
correspondence with City Traffic Engineer.

(3) Pedestrian Access.

Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs:

(1) wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

(2) Utilize existing 90 sq metal sign; Double faced, illuminated. The maximum sign
height shall not exceed 20 feet.

(3) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of 32
square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square footage used for an
under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square
footage for wall signs on the building in question.

(4) Directional signs shall not exceed 4 square feet in are and 4 feet in height

D. Landscaping:

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code except 120 linear feet of the Northeast property comer where existing
driveway is located on property line. 656.1215 Perimeter to buffer from five (5) feet to
zero (0) feet. Required green area and trees are relocated on site.
