A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S APPOINTMENT OF Nathan Rousseau, A DUVAL COUNTY RESIDENT, TO THE JACKSONVILLE HUMAN RIGHTS COMMISSION, FILLING A SEAT FORMERLY HELD BY DANE GREY, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 60, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR A FIRST FULL TERM TO EXPIRE DECEMBER 31, 2015; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 1.

Appointment. The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Nathan Rousseau, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Human Rights Commission, filling a seat formerly held by Dane Grey, pursuant to Chapter 60, Ordinance Code, for a first full term to expire December 31, 2015.
