A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING JACKSONVILLE’S CAMBODIAN BUDDHIST COMMUNITY ON THE OCCASION OF ITS SIMA CONSECRATION CEREMONY MARKING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A NEW TEMPLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the “sima” is a consecration ceremony conducted by monks and generous supporters to establish the boundary of a sacred space within which Buddhist ceremonies are held; and


WHEREAS, Jacksonville’s Cambodian Buddhist community will conduct a sima ceremony on November 29th through December 1st to celebrate the construction of a new temple to serve the spiritual needs of the believers; and


WHEREAS, international dignitaries will be in attendance for the sima, including the Great Supreme Patriarch, His Holiness Tep Vong; King of Monks of Cambodia, the Venerable Doung Phans; and His  Excellency Heng Hem, Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Royal Embassy of Cambodia; and 


WHEREAS, the construction of a new temple is an occasion for great joy in the Cambodian Buddhist community, and is another symbol of Jacksonville’s diversity and inclusiveness; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby extends its congratulations and best wishes to the city’s Cambodian Buddhist community and to the visiting dignitaries who take part in the sima ceremony marking the establishment of a new Buddhist temple in Jacksonville.  May the new temple long serve as a symbol of unity and pride in the Cambodian Buddhist community.
