Bill Summary:   The ordinance appropriates $138,268 from ITD”s Retained Earnings Account to purchase a Mosquito Control System, as initiated by B.T. 14-007.
Background Information:  The appropriation is to purchase a new Mosquito Control Management System to replace the old one, a 10-yeaer old system that is labor and resource intensive and does not support all processes.  The new system will enhance response capability to address public health and nuisance issues and will reduce the need to manually research and enter fog zones for work assignments.  In addition, the new system will be able to track accuracy of service requests and ground applications and better meet state reporting requirements.
