IL SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD

Liberty Property Limited Partnership (the “Applicant™) proposes to rezone approximately 4.37+
acres of property from Industrial Business Park (“IBP”) to Planned Unit Development (“PUD”). The
subject property is located at 6601 North Executive Park Court, and is more particularly described in the
legal description attached hereto as Exhibit “1” (the “Property”). The surrounding land uses and zoning
designations include BP/ to the north, east and south (office) and CGC/ to the west (undeveloped
timberland). The Property is located in the Business Park (“BP’) functional land use category according to
the Future Land Use Map series adopted as part of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and is designated as

Suburban Area. .

The Property is located within a business park less than one (1) mile from the 1-95 / J. Turner

- Butler Boulevard corridor. There is one (1) single-story building on the Property, which building consists

of approximately 70,000 square feet of climate controlled warehouse space and 10,000 square feet of

office/showroom space (the “Building”). Applicant seeks to rezone the Property to facilitate the

development of an indoor electric go-kart track with a retail component inside the Building (the

“Development”) to be operated by Autobahn Indoor Speedway, LLC (the “Operator™). A conceptual site
plan depicting the Development is attached hereto as Exhibit E (the “Site Plan”). '

Electric go-karts have no environmental impact and produce no exhaust fumes. Unlike gas-
powered go-karts, .electric go-karts can be programmed to a variety of pre-set speeds to accommodate
varying skill levels. Electric go-karts feature four (4) evenly distributed batteries, which significantly
reduces the occurrence of flipping (though every kart is equipped with a roll bar for added safety). The
karts may be turned off remotely in the event of an emergency. No more than twenty (20) go-karts will
operate on the track at any time.

The Operator will offer “arrive and drive” options and host group, camp, party and corporate
events. Merchandise, snacks and soft drinks will be sold on-site.

Commercial indoor recreational uses, including an electric go-kart track; and,
Retail sales of all types of merchandise, snacks, and soft drinks, not to exceed
fifty percent (50%) of the building of which it is a part.

B. Uses by Exception. The following uses shall be permissible uses by exception:

Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio and electric,
meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4,
Jacksonville Zoning Code;

Churches, including a rectory and similar uses, meeting the performance
standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4, Jacksonville Zoning Code;
Service establishments including restaurants and the retail sale and service of
alcoholic beverages for either on-premises or off-premises consumption or both,
not to exceed fifty percent (50%) of the building of which it is a part;

Animal hospitals, veterinary clinics, animal boarding places, dog parks;

Retail sales and service of alcoholic beverages for on-premises consumption, not
to exceed twenty-five percent (25%) of the building of which it is a part, or forty
(40) seats, whichever is greater; and,

Outside storage subject to the performance standards and development criteria set
forth in Part 4, Jacksonville Zoning Code.
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. Accessory Uses. Accessory uses and structures shall be permitted as provided in Section

656.403, Jacksonville Zoning Code; provided that accessory uses and structures may be
located in a required front or side yard.

. Minimum Lot and Building Requirements

I. Minimum Lot Requirements: .
a. Width: 100 feet
b. Area: 10,000 square feet
2. Minimum Yard Requirements and Building Setbacks:
a. Front:20 feet
b. Side: 10 feet
c. Rear: 10 feet
3. Maximum Lot Coverage: 65 percent
4. Maximum Height of Structure: 35 feet ; provided, however, height may be
unlimited where all required yards are increased by one (1) foot for each three (3)
feet of building height or fraction thereof in excess of 35 feet.

Access. Vehicular access to the Property shall be via North Executive Park Court,
substantially as depicted on the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is subject
to the review and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer. -

Pedestrian Circulation. Any existing sidewalks shall be maintained in accordance with
the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

. Recreational / Open Space. Not applicable.

. Signage. Signage shall be installed in accordance with Section 656.1303(d),

Jacksonville Zoning Code.

Stormwater Retention. Stormwater retention/detention shall be in accordance with the
requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management
District, and may include underground detention vaults.

Utilities. Electric, power and sewer shall be provided by the JEA and may be placed
underground.

. Landscaping. The existing landscape conditions will remain.

. Parking and Loading. The Development will include fifty-one (51) on-site surface

parking spaces and one (1) loading space substantially as depicted on the Site Plan.

. Conceptual Site Plan. The Site Plan is conceptual and revisions may be required as the

proposed Development proceeds through final engineering and site plan review, subject
to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.
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. Lighting. The existing light fixtures will remain. Any new lighting fixtures shall be

designed and installed to localize illumination onto the Property and minimize
unreasonable interference or impact on adjacent sites.

. Temporary Uses. Temporary construction trailer(s) shall be permitted to be placed on the

Property and moved throughout the Property as necessary.

Phasing. It is anticipated that construction of the Development will commence on or
about January 1, 2014 and will be completed by June 1, 2014.

. Justification for Planned Unit Development. The Development is consistent with the

general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and
Land Use Regulations (the “Comprehensive Plan”). The Property is located within a
business park less than one (1) mile from the 1-95 / J. Turner Butler Boulevard corridor.
There is one (1) single-story building on the Property, which building consists of
approximately 70,000 square feet of climate controlled warehouse space and 10,000
square feet of office/showroom space. Applicant seeks to rezone the Property to facilitate
the development of an indoor electric go-kart track with a retail component inside the
Building to be operated by Autobahn Indoor Speedway, LLC.
