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ORDINANCE 2013-774-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON A SEGMENT OF MONCRIEF ROAD WEST EXTENDING FROM THE INTERSECTION OF MONCRIEF ROAD WEST AND AVENUE B TO THE INTERSECTION OF RAINES AVENUE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR JULIAN EARL WHITE, PH.D; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF JULIAN EARL WHITE AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF JULIAN EARL WHITE; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(E)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHOM HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS MAY BE NAMED AFTER AS THE HONOREE IS LIVING; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Dr. Julian Earl White, a Jacksonville native, an international figure, and most recognized as the proudly serving Band Director for Florida A&M University’s “Marching 100” college band; and 
WHEREAS, Dr. White formed the original marching band at Raines High School in Jacksonville in the early 1970’s, and served as their Band Director until 1974;and 

WHEREAS, Dr. White earned a bachelor’s degree in Music Education from Florida A&M University (“FAMU”), a Master’s degree from the University of Illinois and a Doctorate Degree in Philosophy at Florida State University; and
WHEREAS, as the Band Director for the world famous “Marching 100”, the FAMU Wind Ensemble presented a remarkable concert at the American Bandmasters Association Convention; and 

WHEREAS, during his outstanding leadership of the “Marching 100,” Dr. Julian White led the Band’s numerous performances at 3 NFL Super Bowl Games, The Grammys Awards Shows, The ESPY nationally televised awards ceremony, the CBS Game Day and the Inaugural Parade for President Barak Obama, the first African American President of the United States of America; and
WHEREAS, as a Drill Designer for the McDonald’s All-American High School Band, Dr. White created several dynamic drill procedures which were featured at the Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade, the Tournament of Roses Parade, the Fiesta Bowl and across the Atlantic at the Bastille Day Ceremony held in Paris, France; and 

WHEREAS, throughout his successful music career, Dr. Julian Earl White has received several awards and recognitions for his exemplary service and devotion to the community; and
WHEREAS, for example, Dr. White received the Distinguished Professor/Advanced Teacher of the Year Award; the University Superior Teacher Accomplishment Award; the University Teacher of the Year of Award (3 times); the NAACP Achievement Award; The Thurgood Marshall Outstanding Achievers Award as part of the FED EX Orange Bowl; the Martin Luther King, Jr. Leadership Award; the Kappa Delta Chapter of Alpha Phi Omega National Service Fraternity Lifetime Achievement Award; the AME Church’s Richard Allen Educational Achievement Award; the FAMU National Alumni Association Distinguished Alumni Award and the Kappa Kappa Psi National Honorary Bank Fraternity’s highest National Service Award; and
WHEREAS, Julian Earl White serves as the sole Historically Black College/University member of the prestigious American Bandmasters Association which includes 300 of the greatest band directors from across the world; and

WHEREAS, playing an active role in numerous organizations, Dr. White served as the Florida Music Educators Association Advisor for the College Music Educators National Conference; Chairman of the Florida Music Education Association Black Caucus for 5 terms and 7 terms as a member of the FMEA Executive Board; and

WHEREAS, as a staff member of the Bowl Games of America, Dr. White designs entertaining half-time shows with precise execution for College bowl games, high schools as well as serving as adjudication staff for Music Festivals, USA and International Music Festivals; and

WHEREAS, after a successful and rewarding career as the highly-acclaimed Band Director for the “Marching 100,” Dr. White now, enthusiastically, serves as Director of the Band of the Big Bend sponsored by the Goodwill Industries.  He is also a Senior Consultant with Coordinated Services for the Improvement of Education (CSE) as well as leader of Save Our Bands Initiative and also teaches instrumental music at Stubbs Music School; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Julian Earl White, Ph.D., are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Julian Earl White’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in; to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on the segment of Moncrief Road West extending from the intersection of Avenue B to the intersection of Moncrief Road West and Raines Avenue in Council District 10; and

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Establishing an honorary street designation for Julian Earl White, Ph.D.  The segment of Moncrief Road West extending from the intersection of Avenue B to the intersection of Moncrief Road West and Raines Avenue in Council District 10 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Julian Earl White, Ph.D.  A map of the road designation is attached as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Julian Earl White, Ph.D. to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Julian Earl White, Ph.D. shall be placed in appropriate locations on a segment of Moncrief Road West extending from Avenue B to the intersection of Moncrief Road West and Raines Avenue.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived due to the fact that the honoree is living, and recognition for the honoree is long overdue.

Section 4.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 5.

Rule 4.901 Requesting Emergency Passage upon introduction.  The purpose of the request for emergency passage upon introduction is due to a Gala honoring Dr. White on December 28, 2013.

Section 6.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
