Steven C. Woodard is the Deputy Assistant Administrator, Logistics Management Directorate,

for the Federal Emergency Management Agency. Prior to his current assignment he served as FEMA’s
Deputy Assistant Administrator, Response Directorate; Director of Operations, and Director of the
Operations Management Division. Between 1987 and 2008, he served the United States Secret Service,
where he held the positions of Special Agent, Assistant to the Special Agent in Charge, Assistant Special
Agent in Charge, Special Agent in Charge, and Deputy Assistant Director.

At FEMA, he currently leads the Logistics Management Directorate where he is responsible for policy,
guidance, standards, execution and governance of logistics support, services, and operations. Prior to his
current assignment, he led the Operations Division, Planning Division, Disaster Emergency
Communications Division, and the Business Management Division. Responsibilities included the
National Response Coordination Center, FEMA Operations Center, Urban Search and Rescue Teams,
Future Planning Branch, Incident Management Assistance Teams, National Watch Center, Incident
Workforce Management Division, and Mobile Emergency Response System (MERS) Detachments.

Mr. Woodard served the Department of Homeland Security as a Principal Federal Official (PFO), for the
President’s State of the Union Address in 2006 and 2007. He was also appointed PFO for the State
Funeral of Former President Gerald R. Ford in January 2007.

He also served as the Special Agent in Charge of the Secret Service Richmond, Virginia Field Office
from 2003-2004. Other assignments with the Secret Service included, Deputy Assistant Director, Office
of Homeland Security; Deputy Assistant Director, Office of Government and Public Affairs; Deputy
Assistant Director, Office of Inspection; and the Assistant Special Agent in Charge of the Major Events
Division where he coordinated operational security planning and coordination for seven National Special
Security Events to include the State of the Union Address in 2000 and the 2001 Presidential Inaugural. In
the months after the terrorist attacks of September 11th, he coordinated the United Nations General
Assembly Session in New York City, during November 2001 and Super Bowl XXXVI in New Orleans,
Louisiana in February 2002.

During his career with the Secret Service, he also served as a Special Agent in the Norfolk Field Office,
New York Field Office, and the Secret Service Intelligence Division’s Foreign Intetligence Branch. From
1995-1996 he was detailed to the Federal Bureau of Investigation, National Security Division, Domestic
Terrorism Branch, Operations and Planning Section.
