Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $51,000 from the Information Technologies Department to the Tax Collector’s Office to transfer funding from a maintenance contract on a high speed mail processor to an outsourced mail processing contract.
Background Information: The Tax Collector currently has an in-house mail processing machine to open envelopes and to image, process and deposit checks. As the volume of checks decreases due to the increased use of electronic transactions, it is no longer cost-effective to maintain the mail processing machine.  This bill transfers funds from the machine maintenance contract to a contractual service account to allow the mail processing to be outsourced to a private firm.
Policy Impact Area: Tax Collector operations
Fiscal Impact: The bill reallocates $51,000 from a machine maintenance account to a contractual services account.
