The purpose of this ordinance is to transfer from the Information Technologies Department to the Tax Collector’s Office money that would have been used to fund a maintenance contract on the Tax Collector’s high speed mail processor so as to allow the Tax Collector to eliminate the maintenance expense of $51,500 by contracting with Intuition to open, image, process, and deposit all machinable mail transactions. Mail processing is continuing to decline annually and the volume no longer warrants an in-house high speed processing machine. The Tax Collector’s Office is creating operating efficiencies by outsourcing the remaining high speed mail processing.
