AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, (1) A CITY DEED CONVEYING TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) THE CITY’S RIGHTS, TITLE, AND INTEREST IN FEE PARCEL 112.1 AND (2) A TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT GRANTING THREE TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENTS OVER PARCELS 704A, 704B, AND 704C TO FDOT, ALL BEING CONVEYED OR GRANTED TO FDOT SO AS TO ALLOW FDOT TO CONSTRUCT A NEW ROAD TO BE DESIGNATED STATE ROAD 243, THE PURPOSE OF WHICH IS TO MOVE COMMERCIAL TRAFFIC IN AND OUT OF JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT MORE EFFICIENTLY AND TO RELIEVE TRAFFIC ON AIRPORT ROAD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Execution of City Deed and Temporary Construction Easement authorized.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code: (1) a City Deed, in substantially the same form set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, conveying to the State of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) the City’s rights, title, and interest in Fee Parcel 112.1, and (2) a Temporary Construction Easement, in substantially the same form set forth in Exhibit 2, attached hereto, granting three temporary construction easements over Parcels 704A, 704B, and 704C to FDOT, all being conveyed or granted to FDOT for the purpose of constructing a new road to be designated State Road 243. The Fee Parcel contains 3.765 acres and is part of Pecan Park Road.  
Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of new State Road 243 is to move commercial traffic in and out of Jacksonville International Airport more efficiently and to relieve traffic on Airport Road. The temporary construction easements are for the purposes of tying in and harmonizing adjacent property, driveways, and walkways. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
