Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 32 – Public Works Department – to clarify the membership qualifications for the “urban priority area” appointee to the Context Sensitive Streets Standards Committee and to clarify that the term ending date for all appointees is July 31st of the applicable year.
Background Information: One of the City Council appointments to the Context Sensitive Streets Standards Committee is currently designated for a representative of the “urban priority area” as defined in the Future Land Use Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.  That area incorporates the area in the immediate vicinity of downtown Jacksonville, but excludes the central business district and the first-tier suburbs of Riverside, Avondale, Springfield, San Marco, etc. The bill is being amended to expand the appointment zone to also include the “urban area” as defined in the Comp Plan along with the urban priority area.  The amendment will expand the appointment zone to include more dense urban neighborhoods outside of the immediate downtown area.  The bill is also amended to provide that terms on the committee will expire on July 31st of each year; the current ordinance cites the month of July but not a specific date.
