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ORDINANCE 2014-5-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROPRIATING $600,000 OF STATE HOUSING INITIATIVE PARTNERSHIP (“SHIP”) PROGRAM INCOME TO COVER PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION ($30,000) AND HOMEOWNER REHABILITATION ACTIVITIES ($570,000), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-014; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide State Housing Initiative Partnership (“SHIP”) program income in the amount of $600,000 to be used for program administration ($30,000) and Homeowner Rehabilitation Activities ($570,000). A certified copy of the excerpt of the minutes of the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission meeting held on July 23, 2013 are attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

2A-2C. Approval of Fiscal Year 2013-2014 Universal Cycle -

Funding Recommendations and HOME & SHIP Program Income Request

for Funding Allocation

Ms. Carswell informed the group that there is a cover-sheet
for all the agencies that applied; the amount that they asked

for and the recommended award amount.

Chair Commander provided a brief overview of the Universal

Application Process.

There was a question from Member Dunn about the funding for
the City of Neptune Beach. Why were they recommended for more

funding than they requested?

Ms. Carswell informed the group that the City of Neptune Béach
is included in the Interlocal Agreements between the City of
Jacksonville and all Beaches locations and Baldwin. As such,
they are part of a required CDBG formula and, based on their
population, th§s is the minimum amount that they are to
recei&e. Because we do not know the amount that we will be
awarded from the Federal Government prior to application

submissions, it is difficult to calculate the amount they will
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receive at the time they submit the application.

During the presentation of the Housing and Community
Development FY 2013-2014 Funding Recommendation Handout there
was a comment from the floor from Bishop Johnson, Grace and
Truth CDC. He expressed his concern because Grace and Truth
submitted four (4) applications and none were awarded any
funding. Bishop Johnson expressed his concern for the
community that they support in 32208 and felt that his
organization, over the last 12 years, has proven to be an
asset to the community and the City. Bishop Johnson asked
that staff reconsider his submitted applications for funding
and then shared what funding levels they requested and were

documented in the applicaticns.

City Staff Members, Mrs. Speﬁcer.and Ms. Carswell stated that
funding is not guaranteed and that they would be glad to
discuss Grace and Truth;s applications outside of this board
meeting but also offered Bishop the opportunity to discuss
each application and its deficiencies during the meeting, if

he would prefer.

Bishop Johnson stated that he wanted to discuss this now to

make sure that they are not left out of the funding. He did
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not want a motion to be made until this issue was discussed.

City Staff Member Ms. Stagner brought her laptop that
contained the scoring of the application. There was then a
discussion between City Staff members and Bishop Johnson about
the scores of his applications. Mrs. Spencer asked Bishop
Johnson to make an appointment to come in and further discuss
the problems of the applications and the participation of NSP.
Mrs. Spencer then recognized City Staff Member Mr. Griffin and

allowed him the opportunity to explain the NSP technicalities.

Mr. Griffin informed the group that there is $1.5 million
allocated in the HOME portion to “Other”. “Other” means:
projects that are specific to CHDO organizations and only
CHDO’s can submit requests for project funding on a first
come, first serve basis. Mr. Griffin also pointed out that the
recommended funding sheet does not show recommendéd funding
for any Rental Rehab projects. The “Other” portion was
traditionally only used for single family projects, but we are
amending attachment A for the legislation to include multi-
family projects for CDC’s. The Grace and Truth projects can
be resubmitted to get funding through this pool of money when
it becomes available. Mr. Griffin also pointed out that Grace

and Truth was an NSP Developer, but not an NSP1l Rental
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Developer. So we could not fund under NSP1 because you are not
an eligible member and they are not participating in NSP3. In
addition, the Alameda project is outside the NSP3 area. Mr.

Griffin stated that he is an adveocate for Grace and Truth and

wants to see their projects funded.

Member Dunn did inquire as to why there are a 'couple of
applicants fhat have a “0” for a score, but are still
recommended. Ms. Carswell informed him that these are City of
Jacksonville projects and they did not have all the estimates
back yet, but the City Council was familiar with the Public

Works projects that the funds are allocated for.

After this discussion concluded, Member Dunn made a motion to
approve the CDBG Recommendations for funding; Vice Chair

Armstrong seconded.
Motion passed 5-0

On behalf of Dayatra Coles, Laura Stagner presented the Home
Program Recommendations. She stated that there were 7
applicants, 3 did not meet the requirements and 3 were

recommended for funding.
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Vice Chair made a motion to approve the HOME Program

Recommendations for funding; Member Mobley seconded.
Motion passed 5-0

Ms. Stagner presented the SHIP Program Recommendations stating
that we had 9 applicants and 5 are recommended for funding.
The SHIP Fund did receive 4 times the funding that it did last

year, but came with strict constraints.

Member Dunn made a motion to approve the SHIP Program

Recommendations for funding; Vice Chair Mobley seconded.
Motion passed 5-0

Ms. Stagner presented the Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG)
Recommendations for funding; the City did receive
significantly less funding for ESG this year. There were 7

applications and 3 applications are recommended for funding.

Vice Chair Armstrong made a motion to approve the Emergency
Shelter Grant Recommendations for funding; Member Dunn

seconded.
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Motion passed 5-0

Ms. Stagner presented the HOPWA Recommendations for funding.
HUD awarded over $2.6 million and there was also $100,000 in
lapse funds that were put back out. There were 6 applications

and all were recommended for funding.

Member Mobley made a motion to approve the HOPWA

Recommendations; Vice Chair Armstrong seconded.

Motion passed 5-0

Ms. Stagner presented the HOME Program Income allocation
recommendations. We received substantial payoffs from repaid
mortgages, interest and HOME program income and they are
asking the board to appropriate funds to:

Administration Activities - $60,000

Elderly Relocation - $250,000

CHDO Development - $890,000

Vice Chair Armstrong made a motion to approve the HOME Program

Income Allocation Recommendations; Member Dunn seconded.
Motion passed 5 - 0
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Ms. Stagner presented the SHIP Program Income Allocation
Recommendations, asking the board to appropriate funds to:
Administration Activities - $30,000

Homeowner Rehabilitation - $ 570,000

Vice Chair Armstrong made a motion to approve the SHIP Program

Income Allocation Recommendations; member Mobley seconded.

Motion passed 5-0
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
