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2013 Jacksonville Homeless'Veterans Stand Down and Career Fair

Program Narrative:

The City of Jacksonville encompasses all of Duval County and is 875 square miles in size
which makes it the largest City in'the continental United States. The Military Affairs,
Veteran and Disabled Services Department is the central provider of Veterans services
for assistance to VA benefits, social services assistance, assistance for clients with
disabilities and has extensive experience working with the local homeless Veterans
population through our Urban HVRP program. Additionally, the department has a strong
working relationship with the First Coast Workforce Development (WorkSource) who
has placed DVOP’s in our office three days a week, which allows strong carcer services
for homeless Veterans.

Each year Jacksonville’s Emergency Services and Homeless Coalition (ESHC) conducts
a census and survey of the area’s homeless population. Recent homeless census® indicate
that of the estimated 18,360 peisons considered homeless in Jacksonville, approximately
13-29 percent were veterans of which, were chronically homeless. This'survey revealed
that the highest priority needs are employment/job training services and housing. The
Jacksonville Homeless Veterans Stand Down and Career Fair seeks to meet (hese
priorities coupled with what we provide through our Urban HVRP.

Social Service Provision:

There are other agencies in our community that provide service to the homeless or at-risk
of becoming homeless veteran and without whom we could not be as successful as we
. have been. We believe that since the Florida Department of Veterans Affairs has
legislated that counties in the state will have a certified Veterans Services Office, that
office should be well equipped at service provision. Duval County decided to take the
direct approach and have the social service provisions included in the Veterans Service
day -to-day work routine.

The above statement in no way suggests that Veterans Services provide all of the
resources needed by our communities less fortunate veterans, what it does mean is that
we arc just one of the many resources in our community. There is no-way that one agency
or office can be outfitted to meet the many needs of the homeless but by joining together
to combat this situation of homelessness, the many agencies in our community can be
effective. : '

The 2013 Stand Down (9/28) will provide a wide range of services that include VA
medical, Duval County Public Health Department Dental Services, haircuts, mental -
health assistance, transitional and long term housing providers, Jegal'services and
financial planning/assistance. Breakfast and a hot lunch will be-served through the-grant
o participants. Clothing, shoes, sleeping bags, back packs, perishable and non-perishable
foods and hygiene kits ‘will be distributed. For the past decade we have distributed 20
new bicycles each year to” stand down attendees that have a need for this type of
transportation as well as bike helmets. The bikes are donated, but our department
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provides the helmets and locks through the stand down grant. The DVOP will be
providing employmernt and career counseling services at this event.

Stand Down

The upcoming annual Homeless Veterans Stand Down will be the 16th for our county.
Outreach is accomplished through staff interaction with local homeless shelters and
social service providers, posters and flyers and through press opportunities created by the
City of Jacksonville Public Information Office. The Homeless Veterans Stand Down is
held at the Jacksonville Agricultural Fairgrounds, which is centtally located near arca
homeless sheltels service pxowders and bus lines.

It affords the clients the opportunity torreceive onsite services, allows the social agencies
to reach those hard to reach persons who have difficulty making .and keeping
appointments and it is a major networking opportunity for agencies in Duval and
surrounding counties. Yearly hundreds of volunteers assist in the Stand Down, including
faith based groups, Veterans Organizations and activé duty military.

Expected Qutcome:

The focus is on providing the necessary essential services while promoting camaraderie,
and informing the Veterans of available services that can aid in the removal of those
barriers that may be hindering their recovery and return to independent living.

2013 Stand Down Event Planning

The staff of the Military Affairs Veteran Services Division is hosting planning sessions,
for the 2013 Stand Down. Community Partners such as the Elks Club, the American
lLegion, WorkSource and Northeast Florida Veterans Council have been involved in the
planning for this year’s event.

To facilitate outreach, all collaborating partners participate in the annual “Veleran’s
Stand Down” hosted by the City of Jacksonville. This “Stand Down”, is open to all
homeless veterans and their families requiring assistance. The 16" Jacksonville Homeless
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2013 Jacksonville Homeless Veterans Stand Down and Career Fair -

Veterans’ Stand Down and Career Fair is scheduled for Friday September 27 (Career
Fair) and Saturday September 28, 2013 (Stand Down) from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at the
Jacksonville Agricultural Fairgrounds. Representatives are on hand to provide
information and services including help in obtaining VA entitlements, medical and dental
examinations, eye and hearing tests, and employment opportunities. Community, State
and Federal agencies are present to provide a hot meal, dry and/or canned goods, and
clothing.

In 2013, the City of Jacksonville’s Homeless Veteran’s Stand Down served 696 homeless
veterans and their families over both days. This represents an increase of almost 130 from
the 2012 event. For our planned September 2013 event, our goal is to reach 700 homeless
Veterans and their families through the stand down and career fair.

We are especially excited about the continuation of a Friday, September 27" Job Fair to
assist our Veterans in need. Job Fair participants include, but are not limited to the
following Organizations: WorkSource, Clara White Mission, Suited for Success,
Goodwill Industries of Northeast Florida, Jacksonville Urban HVRP and the American
Red Cross. Last year we hosted over thirty employers for the homeless job fair.
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
