Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to increase the number of first-time juvenile offenders able to participate in the Teen Court and Neighborhood Accountability Board diversion programs as an alternative to arrest and detention for misdemeanor violations of the law. The funding will be used to hire two part-time contracted employees to assist in assessing, monitoring, and documenting cases referred to Teen Court and Neighborhood Accountability Boards. The funding will also be used to fund an Administrative Assistant position.
