AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $27,500 FROM THE NATIONAL LEAGUE OF CITIES TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE CITIES EXPANDING HEALTH ACCESS FOR CHILDREN AND FAMILIES INITIATIVE, WHICH HELPS PARTICIPATING CITIES DEVELOP FORMAL BUSINESS PLANS FOR CITY-LED HEALTH BENEFIT OUTREACH CAMPAIGNS AIMED AT ENROLLING ELIGIBLE CHILDREN AND FAMILIES IN MEDICAID AND THE CHILDREN’S HEALTH INSURANCE PROGRAM (CHIP), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-022; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

The National League of Cities (NLC), through its Institute for Youth, Education and Families (YEF
Institute), is pleased to provide the City of Jacksonville with a $27,500.00 planning grant for the
Cities Expanding Health Access for Children and Families initiative for the grant period
November 25, 2013 through June 1, 2014.

The purpose of this grant is to help participating cities develop formal business plans for city-led
health benefit outreach campaigns aimed at enrolling eligible children and families in Medicaid
and the Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP).

Grant funds may be spent on costs identified in the project budget. NLC staff will be in contact
with you to discuss any adjustments that may be needed in specific line items of your proposed
budget.

In addition to funding, NLC will provide technical assistance to support the development of
comprehensive business plans to support the project’s goals. Technical assistance will be
provided in the form of three to four monthly one-on-one project update phone calls with
individual city teams and also monthly group conference calls with all participating cities. Site
visits to convene stakeholders and provide in-person assistance may be conducted when
needed and to the extent that NLC's resources permit. At the end of the grant period,
participating cities’ business plans will be considered as the basis for selecting a group of six
cities that will be awarded implementation grants of up to $260,000 per city and additional
technical assistance from NLC for campaign implementation‘over the following 18 months.

By accepting this grant, the City of Jacksonville agrees to:

o Select a team lead within the city government that will act as a primary contact with the
YEF Institute;

e Keep NLC project staff apprised of planning progress, including setbacks or unexpected
challenges throughout the grant period;

e Ensure that members of the project team and stakeholders (school representatives,
health clinics, non-profits, ete.) participate in regularly scheduled one-on-one project

update calls;
e (PRI
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e Ensure that at least one member of the project team participates in all monthly group
conference calls;

® Provide a short progress update at the midpoint of the planning process (February
2014);

e Attend the project cross-site meeting (location TBD) in March 2014; and

e Submit a final business plan for campaign implementation with a financial report
showing how planning grant funds were spent to NLC by June 1, 2014.
