Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission:
ORDINANCE 2014-17-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 307 (HISTORIC PRESERVATION), ORDINANCE CODE; DESIGNATING THE STRUCTURE LOCATED AT 120 EAST FORSYTH STREET, OWNED BY TITLE INSURANCE COMPANY OF THE SOUTH, REAL ESTATE NUMBER 073451-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, AS A LANDMARK STRUCTURE; DIRECTING THE ZONING ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER THE LANDMARK DESIGNATION ON THE ZONING ATLAS; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO NOTIFY EACH APPLICANT, THE PROPERTY OWNER AND THE PROPERTY APPRAISER OF THE LANDMARK DESIGNATION AND TO CAUSE SAID DESIGNATION TO BE RECORDED IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council (the “Council”) promulgated Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, to facilitate the designation of landmarks and landmark sites, where appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the structure to be designated by this ordinance is a commercial building constructed in 1903, Real Estate Number 073451-0000 (the “Subject Property”), in Council District 4; and
WHEREAS, the Subject Property was originally constructed to house the New York Steam Laundry Company and was one of the first structures constructed after the Great Fire of 1901; and 
WHEREAS, New York Steam Laundry Building, as the site became commonly known as, has an architectural style representative of the two part commercial building used for small and medium-sized commercial buildings at the turn of the Twentieth Century; and
WHEREAS, this architectural style is characterized by a horizontal division into two distinct zones, which individually, are quite different in character but together harmoniously reflect a unique style; and

WHEREAS, the New York Steam Laundry building is one of the few remaining buildings downtown which reflects this architectural style; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the requirements of Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council has considered the issue of designating the Subject Property as a landmark, taking into consideration its importance and historical value, as more fully set forth in the Designation Application and Report of the Planning and Development Department, a copy of which is on file with Legislative Services as Composite Exhibit 1, and incorporated by reference herein (the “Application and Report”); and


WHEREAS, public hearings have been held by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, the Council and its committees regarding the issue of designating the Subject Property as a landmark; and

WHEREAS, on December 10, 2013, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed  and recommended approval of the designation of the landmark (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are on file with Legislative Services as Exhibit 2); and

WHEREAS, the property owner is in support of this landmark designation; and

WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance, the Council is exercising its power and authority to contribute to  the health, safety and welfare of the City of Jacksonville and finds that the Subject Property should be so designated as a landmark site; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Designation of Landmark.  Pursuant to Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council hereby designates the structure located at 120 East Forsyth Street, Real Estate Number 073451-0000, in Council District 4, as a landmark.


Section 2.

Satisfaction of Requisite Criteria.  The Council hereby finds that the Subject Property satisfy at least two (2) of the requisite criteria set forth in Section 307.104(j), Ordinance Code, as more fully set forth in the Application and Report.

Section 3.

Landmark Designation on Zoning Atlas.  The Council hereby directs the Zoning Administrator to designate the Subject Property as a landmark site on the City’s Zoning Atlas.


Section 4.
Notice of Landmark Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to notify each applicant, the property owner and the Property Appraiser of the designation of the Subject Property as a landmark site.


Section 5.

Recording of Landmark Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to record this ordinance in the public records for Duval County, Florida.


Section 6.

Effective Date.  The enactment of this ordinance constitutes a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and therefore shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
