AN ORDINANCE AMENDING RESOLUTION 87-163-106, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTIONS 87-506-140, 87-1129-358, 88-74-43, 88-389-144, 90-323-506, 91-135-665, 93-966-296, 96-136-105, 97-736-A, 98-616-A AND 99-250-A AND ORDINANCES 2001-227-E, 2003-1002-E, 2008-909-E, AND 2009-384-E, WHICH APPROVED A DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI) FOR THE FREEDOM COMMERCE CENTRE DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI), TO AMEND THE DRI DEVELOPMENT ORDER PURSUANT TO THE AMENDMENT TO DEVELOPMENT ORDER FILED BY FCC PARTNERS LP, LTD., AND NEOVERDE – ST. JOHNS, LLC, DATED NOVEMBER 22, 2013, TO CHANGE THE MASTER PLAN MAP H; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD A COPY OF THIS ORDINANCE TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY, DIVISION OF COMMUNITY PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT, NORTHEAST FLORIDA REGIONAL COUNCIL AND AGENT(S); FINDING THAT THIS CHANGE DOES NOT CONSTITUTE A SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED DRI AND DOES NOT REQUIRE A NOTICE OF PROPOSED CHANGE FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED DRI DEVELOPMENT ORDER, AS AMENDED; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, as listed above, the Council adopted and amended a Development of Regional Impact Development Order for the development known as the Freedom Commerce Centre DRI; and

WHEREAS, FCC Partners LP, Ltd., and Neoverde – St. Johns, LLC, have submitted an Amendment to Development Order, dated November 22, 2013, revising the Master Plan Map H to the Freedom Commerce Centre DRI; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has submitted recommendations concerning said proposed Amendment to Development Order to the Freedom Commerce Centre DRI Development Order; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee has reviewed the Amendment to Development Order and made its recommendation to Council; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity, Division of Community Planning and Development, in consultation with the Northeast Florida Regional Council, has determined that such proposed Amendment to Development Order to the Freedom Commerce Centre DRI Development Order does not constitute a substantial deviation pursuant to Section 380.06(19)(e)2.k, Florida Statutes, as referenced in that certain letter dated December 10, 2013 attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, a public hearing was properly noticed and held by the Council; and

WHEREAS, after such public hearing and in consideration of the recommendations made and submitted to the Council, the Council has made certain findings and determinations; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

The DRI Development Order for the Freedom Commerce Centre DRI is hereby amended to incorporate the revised Master Plan Map H attached hereto as Exhibit 2. 

Section 2.

The Council hereby finds that the change set forth in the Amendment to Development Order, dated November 22, 2013, does not constitute a substantial deviation and does not require a notice of proposed change, as such term is set forth in Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.
Section 3.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

Dear Mr. Burney:

On November 27, 2013, the Department of Economic Opportunity received a request
from the City of Jacksonville, via email from the Northeast Florida Regional Council, seeking the
Department’s assistance in determining whether a proposed change to the Freedom Commerce
Centre Development of Regional Impact (DRI} can be reviewed as a non-substantial deviation to
the development order pursuant to Section 380.06(19)(e)2, Fiorida Statutes (F.S.). The
application to amend the Development Order was submitted to the City on November 22, 2013
by Mr. Steven Diebenow (Driver, McAfee, Peck & Hawthorne, P.L.) the applicant’s authorized
agent. Our understanding is that the City has no objection to the proposed amendment to the
development order.

The applicant has proposed a modification to “Map H” to assign Conservation/
Mitigation/Preservation land use to most of the undeveloped land within the DRI. The DRl is
located along west of i-95 and east of US 1/Phillips Highway in the City of Jacksonville; and has
been approved for office, commercial, light industrial, residential and hotel uses.

The Department agrees with the applicant that the proposed change to the
development order is not a substantial deviation under Section 380.06(19)(e)2.k, F.S., which
stipulates that “Changes that do not increase the number of external trips and do not reduce
open space and conservation areas within the project except as otherwise permitted by sub-
paragraph j” are not substantial deviations. Therefore, in consultation with the Northeast
Florida Regional Council, the Department has determined that the proposed change does not
~ require the filing of a notice of proposed change. The City should consider the proposed
change to the development order in accordance with local procedures, including requirements
for notice to the applicant and the public. Following adoption, the City must render the revised
development order to the Department.
