A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL ORDER ISSUED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING MINOR MODIFICATION MM-13-24 AS REQUESTED BY MATOVINA AND COMPANY ON BEHALF OF YELLOW BLUFF, LLP, ON PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE EAST SIDE OF YELLOW BLUFF ROAD BETWEEN FRITZ ROAD AND NEW BERLIN ROAD (R.E. NO. 106536-5000), PURSUANT TO SECTIONS 656.141 AND 656.341, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Yellow Bluff, LLP, through its agent, Matovina and Company, filed application MM-13-24 with the Planning Commission, requesting a minor modification to allow for development criteria to include the option of the proposed forty-two (42) single family lot subdivision on property located on the east side of Yellow Bluff Road between Fritz Road and New Berlin Road (R.E. No. 106536-5000); and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission approved application MM-13-24 with condition by Final Order dated November 14, 2013; and
WHEREAS, application MM-13-24 was approved subject to the following condition: The minimum lot size shall be sixty (60) feet in width and six-thousand (6,000) square feet in area; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 656.141 and 656.341, Ordinance Code, Matovina and Company, filed a notice of appeal; and


WHEREAS, such Appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


 Section 1.
Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for application for Minor Modification MM-13-24 to allow for development criteria to include the option of a proposed forty-two (42) single family lot subdivision on the subject property, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department. The City Council has considered the recommended decision of the Land Use and Zoning Committee and based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, hereby grants the appeal and approves the application for Minor Modification MM-13-24, subject to the following conditions:

a. Each dwelling unit shall have a two-car garage.

b. Each dwelling unit shall be at least 1500 square feet in area, and a minimum average of 1750 square feet in area in the aggregate.
c. All required fencing shall be on the homeowner’s side of the subject property.
