WHEREAS, 
the Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) solicits grant applications from counties within its jurisdiction to undertake waterways-related projects; and

WHEREAS, FIND grant applications must be accompanied by a resolution acknowledging a county’s willingness to meet the matching funding requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Parks and Recreation has compiled and recommends several grant projects for submission to FIND; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approved Projects.  The projects recommended by the Department of Parks and Recreation and described on Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised FIND list, February 4, 2014 – Finance”, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Projects”), are approved for submission to FIND for purposes of receiving grants. 

Section 2.
   Authorizing applications.   The Mayor, for and on behalf of the City, is hereby authorized to apply for FIND grants for the Projects.


Section 3.

Authorizing execution.
The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City all grant agreements for the Projects between the City and FIND, as well as all documents related to such grants.

Acknowledging Willingness to Match Funding. The City of Jacksonville is willing to meet FIND’s matching funding requirements as they relate to the Projects.
