RESOLUTION 2014-33-A
A RESOLUTION CONGRATULATING AND COMMENDING THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S CHORUS ON THE OCCASION OF THE CHORUS BEING NAMED THE TOP RANKED MUSICAL ORGANIZATION BY THE FLORIDA DIVISON OF CULTURAL AFFAIRS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
a significant component in the fabric of Jacksonville’s cultural life is the creativity of its young people; and

WHEREAS, garnering 475 out of a possible 500 points, the Jacksonville Children’s Chorus has been rated number one out of 40 musically-oriented organizations by the Florida Division of Cultural Affairs after a review and panel discussions; and

WHEREAS,
this distinguished designation recognizes the Jacksonville Children’s Chorus as a “model institution for the state, exhibiting a high level of artistic quality and providing easy access for the region”; and
WHEREAS,
the Florida Division of Cultural Affairs promotes arts and culture as essential to the quality of life for all Floridians; and

WHEREAS,
the Jacksonville Children’s Chorus was founded in 1995 at Jacksonville University; its mission is to provide a high-quality choral music education for children of diverse backgrounds, fostering teamwork, self-discipline, accomplishment and pride; and
WHEREAS,
at the outset, the chorus consisted of sixteen voices and now comprises 450 First Coast children, hailing form five counties; and

WHEREAS,
being rated the Number One musically-oriented organization by the State of Florida’s Division of Cultural Affairs is a milestone in the history of the Jacksonville Children’s Chorus and an outstanding achievement that merits our recognition; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council does hereby congratulate and commend the Jacksonville Children’s Chorus on being rated the Number One musical organization by the State of Florida and wishes the chorus and its Artistic and Executive Director Darren Daily continued success in the years ahead.
