A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL, FILED BY LAD HAWKINS, ON BEHALF OF THE GREATER ARLINGTON CIVIC COUNCIL, INC., AND JOHN AND PAT MESAWITZ, OF A FINAL ORDER ISSUED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING ZONING EXCEPTION APPLICATION E-12-70 FILED BY SHIV INVESTMENTS OF JACKSONVILLE, LLC, FOR THE RETAIL SALE AND SERVICE OF ALL ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES INCLUDING LIQUOR, BEER OR WINE FOR OFF-PREMISES CONSUMPTION ON PROPERTY LOCATED AT 7720 MERRILL ROAD, PURSUANT TO SECTION 656.141, ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING RESOLUTION 2013-67-A TO INCLUDE (1) DETAILED FINDINGS OF SPECIFIC FACTS FROM THE RECORD RELIED UPON BY THE COUNCIL TO REACH ITS DECISION, (2) A CONCLUSION THAT THE ZONING EXCEPTION IS INCOMPATIBLE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN OR GENERAL CHARACTER OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD AND THAT SAME IS BASED ON FACTS THAT GO BEYOND THE USE ITSELF (THE SALE OF ALCOHOL), AND (3) HOW THE LAW WAS APPLIED IN REACHING ITS DECISION, PURSUANT TO COURT ORDER REMANDING CASE TO THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE DATED NOVEMBER 18, 2013, CASE NO.: 16-2013-CA-4189, CV-E, FOURTH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT IN AND FOR DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA; RE-ADOPTING AND SUPPLEMENTING FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS FROM SAME RECORD; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Shiv Investments of Jacksonville, LLC, applied to the Planning Commission for a Zoning Exception (Application E-12-70) for the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for off-premises consumption (“off-premises liquor sales”) on property located at 7720 Merrill Road (the “Subject Property”), in the CN (Commercial Neighborhood) Zoning District; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission (via a 4-3 vote) approved Application E-12-70 by Final Order dated December 13, 2012 after an initial consideration of the matter on November 29, 2012 ended with a 3-3 vote and deferral to the next meeting; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.141, Ordinance Code, Lad Hawkins, on behalf of the Greater Arlington Civic Council, Inc., and John and Pat Mesawitz, filed a notice of appeal; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.140, Ordinance Code, Lad Hawkins, on behalf of the Greater Arlington Civic Council, Inc., a not for profit entity which, according to its website (http://www.greaterarlingtonciviccouncil.org/), formed in the late 1970s for the purpose of protecting and promoting the health, safety, morals, comfort, convenience and general welfare of the citizens of the Greater Arlington Area, an area which is inclusive of the Subject Property and its surrounding area, testified before the Planning Commission; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.140, Ordinance Code, co-appellant Pat Mesawitz, who lives at the same property owned by John Mesawitz, located at 2733 Wedgefield Boulevard, which directly abuts the Subject Property to the south, testified before the Planning Commission; and


WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellants had standing to appeal; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee of the Council (“LUZ Committee”) considered the appeal and received public comments on March 19, 2013 after which it voted to recommended to the full Council denial of the appeal by a vote of 5-2; and 


WHEREAS, the Council reviewed the record of proceedings from both the Planning Commission hearings, conducted on November 29, 2012 and December 13, 2012, and the Land Use and Zoning Committee public hearing conducted on March 19, 2013, and the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department, concerning the request for the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages, including liquor, beer and wine for off-premises consumption on the Subject Property as well as evidence provided in the record both oral and written; and


WHEREAS, on or around March 26, 2013, based on substantial competent evidence found in the record, the Council made findings of fact and conclusions of law, and in so doing, it voted 11-6 to approve the appeal, thereby denying the Zoning Exception (Application E-12-70) for the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for off-premises consumption on the Subject Property, as set forth in Resolution 2013-67-A; and 

WHEREAS, an Amended Petition for Writ of Certiorari was filed by Petitioner, Shiv Investments of Jacksonville, LLC (“Shiv”) seeking court review of the matter pursuant to Case No.: 16-2013-CA-4189, CV-E, Fourth Judicial Circuit in and for Duval County, Florida; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to an Order Remanding Case to the City Council of the City of Jacksonville, the Court has remanded this case to the Council to include the following: (1) detailed findings of specific facts from the record relied upon by the Council to reach its decision, (2) a conclusion that the zoning exception is incompatible with the comprehensive plan or general character of the neighborhood and that same is based on facts that go beyond the use itself (the sale of alcohol), and (3) how the law was applied in reaching its decision; and


WHEREAS, in accordance with said Order the Council desires to provide such information to the Court; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of detailed findings of specific facts from the record relied upon by the Council. 

Findings of Fact
The City Council finds that the Subject Property is zoned CN (Commercial Neighborhood) and has a NC (Neighborhood Commercial) land use category.  The Subject Property is 1.67 acres in size and contains a 3,000 square foot building that is a former dance studio. The Subject Property is located in the area governed by the Greater Arlington/Beach Vision Plan.  The proposed use of the Subject Property is for the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages, including liquor, beer and wine for off-premises consumption. 

The adjacent property to the west is also zoned CN and is used as a Dollar General store and a credit union.  The property located west of the Subject Property on the other side of Wedgefield Boulevard is zoned PUD (Planned Unit Development) and contains a Wendy’s fast food restaurant, Little Caesar’s pizza restaurant, a game store, two medical facilities, another small restaurant, a barber shop and a child care facility.  The property to the east is zoned PBF-1 (Public Buildings and Facilities-1) and RMD-B (Residential Medium Density-B) and is utilized as a JEA substation and a seafood restaurant that does not sell alcohol.  The property to the north is zoned PBF-1, and is used as a United States Postal Office. The property to the south is zoned RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) and is utilized as single-family residences. There are five residences that directly abut the Subject Property. 

Thirty-nine of the fifty-three properties surrounding the Subject Property are zoned and developed for single family residential uses.  In total there are several hundred residential homes within 1,500 feet of the Subject Property.  There are no properties that are zoned CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) or CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) in the immediate vicinity of the Subject Property. There are no properties in the immediate vicinity of the Subject Property that are designated CGC (Community/General Commercial) on the 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map.  The properties surrounding the Subject Property are designated LDR (Low Density Residential), MDR (Medium Density Residential) and NC.
The Council notes that testimony and evidence was offered in the record at the LUZ meeting regarding the availability of liquor sales from other stores located in more appropriately intense land use categories and zoning districts in the general vicinity of the Subject Property.  One citizen submitted a list of each available store, its address, and its proximity to the Subject Property, attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 1. As will be noted below, these facts are important in applying the criteria and definition of a zoning exception particularly in light of its application to circumstances where such a use is not appropriate generally or without restriction throughout the zoning district. 
The Council notes that one of the citizens obtained from the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (“JSO”) a list of alcohol-related service calls to the JSO, and alcohol related crimes within a one-mile vicinity of the Subject Property. The statistics in the reports included 9 drivers arrested for Driving While Intoxicated (“DWI”), 256 crashes / hit-and-run’s, and 134 alcohol-related calls, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 2.
At the March 19, 2013 LUZ Committee meeting, Gary Dickinson, a JSO employee, testified regarding the amount of crime (in general) reported near the Subject Property within the preceding year.  Mr. Dickinson provided the LUZ members with a report reflecting these statistics, separating incidents by category of crime. The report, showed 232 incidents of criminal activity.  A copy of the report submitted to LUZ committee members attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 3.  
Based on the competent substantial evidence generated from the meetings referenced herein, the Council makes these specified findings of fact in support of and in accordance with its conclusions of law, and the application of same to the instant request, as further set forth below.


Section 2.

Adoption of conclusions that the zoning exception is incompatible with the comprehensive plan or general character of the neighborhood and that same is based on facts that go beyond the use itself (the sale of alcohol). 
Conclusions of Law
Pursuant to Section 656.131 of the Zoning Code, in order for an application for zoning exception to be approved there must be a preponderance of the evidence of record presented that the proposed use meets, to the extent applicable, the following standards and criteria: 
(1) Will be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, including any subsequent plan adopted by the Council pursuant thereto;

(2) Will be compatible with the existing contiguous uses or zoning and compatible with the general character of the area, considering population density, design, scale and orientation of structures to the area, property values, and existing similar uses or zoning; 

(3) Will not have an environmental impact inconsistent with the health, safety and welfare of the community;

(4) Will not have a detrimental effect on vehicular or pedestrian traffic, or parking conditions, and will not result in the generation or creation of traffic inconsistent with the health, safety and welfare of the community; 

(5) Will not have a detrimental effect on the future development of contiguous properties or the general area, according to the Comprehensive Plan, including any subsequent amendment to the plan adopted by the Council; 

(6) Will not result in the creation of objectionable or excessive noise, lights, vibrations, fumes, odors, dust or physical activities, taking into account existing uses or zoning in the vicinity; 

(7) Will not overburden existing public services and facilities;

(8) Will be sufficiently accessible to permit entry onto the property by fire, police, rescue and other services; and

(9) Will be consistent with the definition of a zoning exception, and will meet the standards and criteria of the zoning classification in which such use is proposed to be located, and all other requirements for such particular use set forth elsewhere in the Zoning Code, or otherwise adopted by the Planning Commission.

The competent substantial evidence indicates that several of the criteria were not satisfied. These include, but are not limited to matters which transcend the mere sale of liquor such as: 1) being consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, including any subsequent plan adopted by the Council pursuant thereto; and 2) being compatible with the existing contiguous uses or zoning and compatible with the general character of the area, considering population density, design, scale and orientation of structures to the area, property values, and existing similar uses or zoning. 

First, the proposed use of the Subject Property is for the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages, including liquor, beer and wine for off-premises consumption.  This type of use is an intense commercial use, incompatible with the contiguous uses and zoning and incompatible with the general character of the area. The adjacent property to the west is zoned CN and is used as a Dollar General store and a credit union.  The property located west of the Subject Property on the other side of Wedgefield Boulevard contains a Wendy’s fast food restaurant, Little Caesar’s pizza restaurant, a game store, two medical facilities, another small restaurant, a barber shop and a child care facility. The property to the east is PBF-1 and RMD-B and utilized as a JEA substation and a seafood restaurant that does not sell alcohol.  The property to the north is zoned PBF-1, and is used as a United States Postal Office. The property to the south is zoned RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) and is utilized as single-family residences. There are five residences that directly abut the Subject Property. 
Thirty-nine of the fifty-three properties surrounding the Subject Property are zoned and developed for single family residential uses (including the appellants, John and Pat Mesawitz). In total there are several hundred residential homes within 1,500 feet of the Subject Property.  There are no properties that are zoned CCG-1 or CCG-2 in the immediate vicinity of the Subject Property. There are no properties in the immediate vicinity of the Subject Property that are designated CGC on the 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map. The CCG-1 and CCG-2 are zoning districts which are more intense under the Zoning Code.  The CGC land use category is a more intense commercial land use category than the CN land use category. The proposed use is too intense for this lesser intense commercial land use category, separated from another other GCG properties. This type of use is a use that is incompatible with the contiguous less intense commercial, governmental and single family residential uses and zoning and the general character of the area. The off-premises sale of liquor is not in and of itself the sole reason for Council’s action. It is the cumulative and secondary effects of such off-premises sale and service which as a matter of planning principles is an intensification of commercial use which as the submitted record evidence illustrates, comes with it elements contrary to an overall predominantly residential area.
Additionally, there is a lack of appropriate transitional zoning between the more intense commercial uses and the noted residential uses. At the March 26, 2013 Council meeting, a Council Member voiced concern over the lack of a transitional land use category or zoning district to separate the nearby and even adjacent (low intensity) residential uses and the proposed (higher intensity) liquor store use. At that meeting, a Council Member and legal counsel for the City acknowledged the existence of policies in the 2030 Comprehensive Plan intended to separate various intensities of land use. Council Members specifically discussed these policies at the March 19, 2013 LUZ meeting, noting in particular, Policy 3.2.4 of the Future Land Use Element.  Policy 3.2.4 states that “[t]he City shall permit expansion of commercial uses adjacent to residential areas only if such expansion maintains the existing residential character, does not encourage through traffic into adjacent residential neighborhoods, and meets design criteria set forth in the Land Development Regulations.” 
Second, the requested zoning exception is required to be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, including any subsequent plan adopted by the Council pursuant thereto.  Pursuant to Policy 4.1.8A of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Element, the City initiated a consensus-based Visioning process for the Greater Arlington/Beaches area of the City, which resulted in a Vision Plan for the area.  Objective 2.1.3 of the Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan is to “[c]ultivate neighborhood stability by protecting residential areas from incompatible uses. The paramount goal is the enhancement of neighborhoods.” Objective 2.1.4 of the Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan is that “[n]ew development must be compatible with existing neighborhoods and may be mixed-use.”  Based upon the facts stated above, the proposed use is more intense than and incompatible and inconsistent with the existing neighborhood. This type of intense use does not enhance the existing neighborhoods that surround the area and is contrary to the paramount goals of the applicable Vision Plan for the area.   
Steve Matchett, a former Chairman of the Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee, addressed LUZ Committee members at the March 19, 2013 meeting, reviewing whether the proposed zoning exception was compatible with the comprehensive plan’s policies for implementing commercial “nodes.”  Mr. Matchett testified that a stand-alone package store differed from other exceptions for liquor sales, in that it did not comply with the preference for “nodal” development of suburban areas.  In his presentation, Mr. Matchett noted Policy 3.2.1 of the Future Land Use Element, stating that “[t]he City shall promote development of commercial and light/service industrial uses in the form of nodes, corridor development, centers or parks.”  
The Future Land Use Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan defines a “node and nodal development” as:

“A focal point within the context of a larger, contiguous area surrounding it. It is an area of concentrated activity that attracts people from outside its boundaries for purposes of interaction within that area. The developed or developable land areas at the confluence of collector or higher classified roadways, which are suitable for medium to high densities and intensities of use for either single, multiple or mixed use developments.”  

See 2030 Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Element, Definitions, “Node and Nodal Development,” p. 172.
Furthermore, Objective 3.2, and Policies 3.2.1, 3.2.2, 3.2.3, and 3.2.4 which speak to the interplay of commercial uses adjacent to residential uses and applicable design criteria were cited and considered in discussions at the March 19, 2013 LUZ meeting.

See 2030 Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Element, Objective 3.2 – Policies 3.2.1, et seq.  
These policies address nodal development, infill, impacts of commercial uses on adjoining properties, and neighborhood character. The objective and policies discussed at the LUZ meeting are attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 4.  

In considering whether to grant a zoning exception at the proposed site, this Council considered whether other similar exception requests had been granted in the Neighborhood Commercial (NC) land use category. Upon request of Council, the Planning and Development Department provided a memorandum dated March 25, 2013 which illustrated that from 1991 to the present, only two (2) exceptions for off-premises liquor sales stores (other than the applicant’s) were approved.  Further, when asked about the results of the Department’s research at the March 26, 2013 City Council meeting, Folks Huxford, Chief of the Current Planning Division of the Planning Department testified that one granted exception expired because it was never used (i.e., no off-premises liquor sales store was built), and that the other existed within the context of a Planned Unit Development (PUD) zoning district involving a grocery store. In that case, the PUD merged the uses allowable by exception and uses permitted by right - effectively allowing liquor sales as permissible right. A copy of the Planning Department’s memorandum dated March 25, 2013 is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 5.   
The Council also reviewed and considered the proposed zoning exception use in conjunction with the Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan (as promulgated in Ordinance 2010-847-E) and whether the proposed exception would conform with such plan.  The Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan contains the guiding principles and policies for development and redevelopment of the Greater Arlington/Beaches area, which includes the proposed site. An underlying theme of the Vision Plan is the advancement of “neighborhood character.”  At the March 26, 2013 City Council meeting, a Council Member noted the Vision Plan’s emphasis on advancing neighborhood character and revitalizing the community through redevelopment, and incorporated this theme to support his opposition to the proposed exception. Specifically, the Council Member noted that the proposed exception did not comply with the directives contained in Sub-Principles 2.2, 2.4, and 4.1 of the Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan’s five Guiding Principles.  The relevant Sub-Principles addressed and incorporated are as follows:

Sub-Principle 2.2:  Revitalize and redevelop, while safeguarding and advancing neighborhood character.
-
Sub-Principle 2.4:  Non-Residential Land Development Regulations Shall Advance Affected Neighborhoods.
-
Sub-Principle 4.1:  Neighborhood advancement should guide non-residential use and design.
See Greater Arlington/Beaches Five Guiding Principles, Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan, pp. III – IV, available at: http://www.coj.net/departments/planning-and-development/docs/community-planning-division/plans-and-studies/0736-ar-final-vision-4-small.aspx
 A copy of the referenced guiding principles from the Vision Plan (which was adopted by City Council in Ordinance 2010-847-E) are attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 6.   
Therefore, based upon the competent substantial evidence in the record, the Council approves the appeal, thus overturning the Planning Commission approval of E-12-70. The Council relied on all of the proffered oral and written evidence, both factual and expert in nature, set forth within the established record as cited herein, and in accordance with the criteria established for a zoning exception renders a decision that promotes the public health, safety and morals of the general public with respect to this area. To decide to the contrary runs counter to the definition of a zoning exception and the notion of promoting the public health, safety, welfare, morals, order, comfort, convenience, appearance, prosperity and general welfare of the citizenry, and the governing body’s charge to protect same. Accordingly, as set forth in Resolution 2013-67-A, the requested appeal is granted, and the zoning exception is denied.


Section 3.

Adoption of explanation as to how the law was applied in reaching its decision.
Application of Law
A zoning exception is defined in the Zoning Code as follows:

Exception means a use that would not be appropriate generally or without restriction throughout the zoning district but which, if controlled as to number, area, location or relation to the neighborhood, could promote the public health, safety, welfare, morals, order, comfort, convenience, appearance, prosperity or general welfare. Such uses may be permissible in the zoning district as exceptions if specific provision for the exception is made in the Zoning Code and the uses are found by the Commission and the Council to be in conformity with the standards and criteria set forth in Section 656.131(c). In the case of exceptions for telecommunications towers, the supplemental standards and criteria contained in Part 15 shall also apply.
See Section 656.1601, Ordinance Code. 
Namely, as referenced above and as set forth in Section 656.131 of the Zoning Code, the applicant must establish that the proposed use meets the applicable criteria set forth therein.
A use that is permissible by exception is a use to which the applicant is entitled, unless the governing authority determines that - based on the standards and criteria set forth and referenced above - the proposed use would adversely affect the public interest.  
The applicant bears the initial burden before the governing body of showing that their application meets the requirements of the statutory criteria for granting such exceptions. Once the applicant demonstrates that their application meets these standards and criteria, the burden shifts to the governing body to demonstrate, by competent, substantial evidence presented at the hearing and made a part of the record, that the exception requested by the applicant does not meet one or more standards and is therefore adverse to the public interest, in accordance with those legal precepts including but not limited to Irvine v. Duval County Planning Commission, 504 So.2d 1265 (Fla. 1st DCA 1986), and Broward County v. G.B.V. International, Ltd., 787 So.2d 838 (Fla. 2001).
After the testimony of all of the interested parties and consideration of all of the referenced evidentiary information, the Council analyzed and applied the criteria and definition of a zoning exception to the proposed application. As provided above, an exception is a use that would not be appropriate generally or without restriction throughout the zoning district but which, if controlled as to number, area, location, or relation to the neighborhood, could promote the public health, safety, welfare, morals, order, comfort, convenience, appearance, prosperity or general welfare. Accordingly, inherent in the Zoning Code’s definition of an “exception” is the notion of a limitation or restriction of such identified activities outside of the normally permitted enumerated uses in a given zoning district.  The Council, at the March 26, 2013 meeting, relied on this inherent notion of limitation to support their approval of the appeal to the proposed exception, in the public interest.  
During the previous Planning Commission deliberations, and as a condition to their approval of the exception, the Planning Commission required the applicant to agree to operate the off-premises liquor sales store during specified business hours. The Planning Commission required the store to operate from 10:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday, and from 11:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on Sunday.  During deliberations, the applicant also agreed to provide armed guards at the off-premises liquor sales store while in operation. At the March 19, 2013 LUZ meeting, one of the appellant(s), Lad Hawkins, stated that the presence of armed guards at the location evidenced an incompatible intensification of use. The discussion regarding armed guards took place during the November 29, 2013 and December 13, 2013 Planning Commission meetings, as well as at the March 19, 2013 LUZ meetings.
The initial attempt to approve the applicant’s exception at Planning Commission failed approval on November 29, 2012 with a split 3-3 vote and deferral to their next meeting. At that next November 29 meeting, one Commission Member moved to deny approval of the exception, reasoning that the application did not among other things conform to the requirements of the Greater Arlington/Beaches Vision Plan, and was similar to previous off-premises liquor sales exceptions that the Planning Commission had denied. The Commission Member cited the application’s inconsistency with “criteria 3” for exceptions (See Section 656.131 of the Zoning Code), noting concerns over environmental impacts to health and safety of the community, and the relationship between alcohol sales and crime. The motion was seconded, but ended in a 3-3 tie and automatic deferral to the next meeting.
The Planning Commission reconsidered the application on December 13, 2012 where the Planning Commission imposed a number of conditional requirements for approval of the exception. Some of the conditions included lighting requirements, mandatory setbacks, prohibiting street access from Wedgefield Boulevard, hours of operation limitations, the presence of onsite security personnel during certain hours of operation, and prohibiting ice and vending machines at the site. After the conditions were considered, the Planning Commission granted approval of the conditioned exception application by a vote of 4-3.  A copy of the recorded transcripts from the November 29th and December 13th Planning Commission meetings are on file with the Legislative Services Division. 
As noted above, the Council, in applying the criteria and definition for a zoning exception in conjunction with the substantial competent evidence provided in the record and relied upon, found deficiencies and inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan and applicable Vision Plan for the area, incompatibilities with the existing contiguous uses and zoning as well as the general character of the area, undesired environmental impacts inconsistent with the health, safety and welfare of the community, detrimental effects on the future development of contiguous properties, the creation of objectionable physical activities, and inconsistency with the very definition of a zoning exception, with its inherent notion of limitation and restriction as to the potential availability in the area within that zoning district. In so finding as set forth in Resolution 2013-67-A, and in accordance with applying the correct law of zoning exception criteria pursuant to Section 656.131, Ordinance Code, the requested appeal is granted, and the zoning exception is denied.

Section  4.
Authentication of Exhibits. All documents attached to and referenced in this resolution as an Exhibit were part of the record considered by Council when it approved Resolution 2013-67-A. 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ALTERNATE SOURCES OF LIQUOR

The proposed location for the Merrill Liquors Inc. market is 7720 Merrill Road.
There are already many other liquor stores in the general area.

Using the Yellow Pages listings for liquor stores with ZIP code addresses of
32211, the location of 7720 Merrill Road, and 32224, 32225 and 32446, ZIP codes near
32211 produced a total of fourteen liquor stores. The distances between those stores and
7720 Merrill Road were calculated using Mapquest. The results are in the following
table. '

The primary market area for a liquor store at 7720 Merrill Road would consist of
the people who are closer to that address than they are to the nearest liquor store. The
distance that they would save is the difference between round trip mileage to the nearest
liquor store and the round trip mileage to 7720 Merrill Road. The reduction in distance
in almost all cases is less than the round frip mileage between 7720 Merrill Road and the
nearest liquor store. [t cannot exceed that amount provided the most direct route is used.

This might not be self-evident, so an example is in order. Suppose that a buyer
lives six miles by the most direct route from ABC Fine Wine & Spirits, the nearest liquor
store, and 4.1 miles from 7720 Merrill Road. The round trip to the nearest liquor store is
12 miles and 8.2 miles to 7720 Merrill Road. If he could buy liquor at the Merrill Road
address he would save 3.8 miles, the difference between 12 and 8.2. This is also the
round trip mileage from 7720 Merrill Road to ABC Fine Wine and Spirits. [s this mere
concidence? Could the savings in mileage be greater? The short answer is “No.”

Suppose the buyer drives 16 round frip miles to get to the liquor store and the
round trip mileage to 7720 Merrill Road is 8.2 miles. The difference in this case is 7.8
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miles. However, it is obvious that the buyer cannot be using the most direct toute to the
liquor store. In this case, the most direct route would be via 7720 Merrill Road, a round

trip of 8.2 + 3.8 = 12 miles. In other words, it is logically impossible for the most direct

* route to the nearest liquor store to be more than the round trip distance to 7720 Merrill

Road plus the round trip distance from Merrill Road to the liguor store. - .

On the other hand is logically possible for the savings in mileage to be less.
Assume again that the round trip mileage by the most direct route to the liquor store is 12
miles, but the round trip to 7720 Merrill Road is 10 miles. This necessarily implies that
traveling via Merrill Road is not the most direct route to the liquor store. The round trip
mileage saving in this case is only 2 miles (12 — 10 = 2).

The savings would also be less if the buyer lived between the liquor store and
7720 Merrill Road. The round trip distance between the two is 3.8 miles. If the buyer
lived 1 round trip mile from 7720 Merrill Road, the savings would be 2.8 round trip miles
(3.8-1=2.8). '

It is clear that those people who live in the market area of the proposed liquor

store already have more than ample liquor stores readily available to them. There is no
justification for making a precedent-setting exception to the zoning currently in effect.
