AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE SPECIAL SERVICES TEMPORARY EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND BRADLEY J. ELIAS, M.D. FOR EMPLOYMENT OF DR. ELIAS AS ASSISTANT MEDICAL DIRECTOR AND DISASTER PREPAREDNESS CONSULTANT WITH THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Special Services Temporary Employment Agreement approved and execution authorized.

There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Special Services Temporary Employment Agreement between the City and Bradley J. Elias, M.D., attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, for employment of Dr. Elias as the Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant with the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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SPECIAL SERVICES TEMPORARY EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE
AND
BRADLEY J. ELIAS, M.D.

THIS AGREEMENT for temporary employment services is made and
entered into in duplicate this ____ day of , 2014, by and between
the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County, Florida,
through its Fire and Rescue Department (hereinafter the “Department”) and
BRADLEY J. ELIAS, M.D., a licensed emergency medicine physician in Florida
residing at 617 Treehouse ercle St. Augustine, Florida 32095 (hereinafter the
“Assistant Medical Director” and “Disaster Preparedness Consultant™).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Department is providing ;mcrgency medical services in the City
of Jacksonville, and

WHEREAS, the Department desires to provide advanced life support services
asapart of its emergency medical services; and

WHEREAS, the Department desires to engage the services of an
Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant to supervise,
evaluate, and advance the medical performance of the emergency medical
technicians and paramedics providing emergency medical services in order to
enable them to provide advanced life support services and to comply with Chapter
401, Part ITI, Florida Statutes; now therefore,

IN CONSIDERATION of the promises, and the mutual covenants and
undertakings contained herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

Section 1. Employment

The Department, acting in its capacity as a county, hereby employs
Bradley J. Elias, M. D., as an Assistant Medical director and Disaster Preparedness
Consultant, which is a temporary employment position, to provide services on an as
needed basis and without regular office hours or regular progress reports to the
Department for services provided to the Consolidated City of Jacksonville and all
Duval County Urban Service Districts, and Bradley J. Elias hereby accepts said
employment as Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant in
accordance with the terms and conditions set forth herein and in Chapter 401, Part
I1I, Florida Statutes, (hereinafter the "Statute") and the Rules of the State Department of
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health, Bureau of Emergency Medical Services (hereinafter “EMS”), Chapter 64E 02
(hereinafter the “EMS Rules”).

The Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant
represents and covenants that he is a duly licensed physician under the laws of the
State of Florida and that he is now, and shall remain throughout the term of this
Agreement, so licensed and in good standing with the Florida Medical Association.

The Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant
represents and covenants that he has the necessary training and experience to perform
the services required of him under this Agreement and-that he is physically and
mentally qualified to perform the same. He shall immediately inform in writing the
Director/Fire Chief of the Department of any change in his physical or mental
capacity as may interfere with his proper performance hereunder.

Section 2. Services of Assistant Medical Director/Disaster Preparedness Consultant.

The Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant will
evaluate, supervise, and advance the medical performance of the emergency medical
technicians and paramedics providing emergency medical services for the Department
in the provision of advanced life support services in accordance with the "Statute”
and EMS Rules. The duties and responsibilities of the Assistant Medical Director
and Disaster Preparedness Consultant shall be as follows:

(a) Supervise and be responsible for the medical performance of the
emergency medical technicians and paramedics;

(b) Evaluate and assess the competence of each emergency medical
technician and paramedic and retain the ultimate authority to permit or prohibit any
paramedic to utilize advanced life support techniques;

(c) Identify and prepare standards of care and evaluate the paramedics’
performance within those standards of care. :

(d) Provide direction for training and continuing education for
emergency medical technicians and paramedics.

(e) Develop an audit review process for procedures and performance of
paramedics;

(f) Develop or update and authorize standing orders and medical treatment
protocols for the emergency medical services system,;

(g) Assist the Division Chief of Rescue in the development and
implementation of procedures for hearings on questions of professional competency
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with respect to medical matters, and be the ultimate medical authority in the
determination of those questions. All questions of professional competency shall be
referred to the Medical Director of Assistant Medical Director and Disaster
Preparedness Consultant. Said procedures for medical hearings shall be set forth in
writing and forwarded to the Director/Fire Chief for final approval.

(h) Report directly to the Division Chief of Rescue orhis/her designee;

(i) Meet regularly with the Director/Fire Chief, the Division Chief of Rescue,
and the Board of Fire Surgeons;

€)] Consult and act as Medical Director for all wellness programs.

(k)  Act as a Disaster Preparedness Consultant for other City agencies, as
needed and requested.

(H Provide such services as are mutually agreed upon between the
Director/Fire Chief and the Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness
Consultant.

SECTION 3. Compensation and Benefits.

As consideration for all of the services to be timely and faithfully rendered
hereunder, the Department shall pay to the Assistant Medical Director and -Disaster
Preparedness Consultant the sum of One Dollar ($1.00) per fiscal year. The Department
shall keep contemporaneous records of all services performed. The Assistant Medical
Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant shall not be entitled to any paid vacation
leave, sick leave, annual leave, holidays, retirement plan, disability, or unemployment
compensation, and he hereby expressly waives and renounces any claim, right, or
entitlement thereto to the extent legally allowable. However, the Assistant Medical
Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant shall be entitled to coverage under the
Department’s self-insurance program with respect to workers’ compensation coverage and
tort liability coverage, including but not limited to medical malpractice coverage, in regard
to the performance of services hereunder.

Section 4.  Support Services for Assistant Medical Director and Disaster
Preparedness. Consultant.

The Department shall provide the Assistant Medical Director and Disaster
Preparedness Consultant with clerical support services necessary for the
performance of his duties as Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness
Consultant.
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Section 5. Use of Motor Vehicle.

(a) The Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant
may be required to use a Department motor vehicle or his private motor vehicle in the
course of his employment. In the event that he is required to so use a motor vehicle,
the Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant warrants to the
Department that he is in lawful possession of a valid Florida driver's license and
will notify the Department immediately should said license be revoked or otherwise
restricted.

(b) As to his private motor vehicle, the Assistant Medical Director and
Disaster Preparedness Consultant agrees to maintain in force all insurance required by
law, but in any event automobile liability insurance in financial responsibility
limits of the State of Florida. The Assistant Medical Director and Disaster
Preparedness Consultant shall receive reimbursement as provided by law for
authorized use of his private motor vehicle.

(c) As to a Department motor vehicle, the Assistant Medical Director
and Disaster Preparedness Consultant agrees to use the same solely and
exclusively in the performance of services hereunder and not for any personal use
whatsoever. When using a Department motor vehicle, the Assistant Medical
Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant shall not transport any passengers
which are not directly related to, and necessary for, his performance of services
hereunder and not any passengers for remuneration, convenience, or otherwise
unnecessary for his performance of services hereunder.

Section 6. Department Propeerty

The Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparédness Consultant shall be
responsible for the proper and reasonable use, care, and protection of all Department
property, equipment, materials, and the like which shall be in his possession, care,
custody, or control, and shall be liable to the Department for any failure thereof,
including but not limited to any intentional, willful, negligent, or abusive use, waste, or
inattention thereto.

Section 7. Governing Laws.

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Florida. The
Assistant Medical Director and Disaster Preparedness Consultant shall be subject to
and governed by all CITY laws, rules, regulations, and orders on the same basis and to
the same extent as other employees in the Department, or employees otherwise
similarly situated whether by reason of pay plan classification, position duties, or
other similar factors. '
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Section 8. Term And Termination.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the _ day of
, 2014, and shall terminate on the 30th day of September, 2018;
provided, however, that either party may terminate this Agreement without cause
upon giving fifteen (15) days’ prior written notice to the other party, and that the
continuation of this Agreement is always subject to approved available funding.

Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the Department may immediately
terminate this Agreement without notice if the Assistant Medical Director and
Disaster Preparedness Consultant:

(a) Breaches any term or condition hereof;

(b) Commits or is charged with any violation of federal, state or local
law, rule or regulation; or ‘

(c) Engages or is involved in any conduct or activity which is deemed to
be unbecoming to an employee of the Department or otherwise to be detrimental to
the reputation of the Department as a public body, or commits any act or omission
which endangers life or property.

Section 9. Amendment.

This Agreement may be amended in writing by mutual agreement of the
parties hereto.
