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ORDINANCE 2014-67
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, AN EASEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEA, GRANTING IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(B) AN ALL UTILITIES EASEMENT TO JEA AT NO COST IN ORDER TO ALLOW JEA TO SUPPLY UTILITIES TO FIRE STATION 62 IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorization for Grant of All Utilities Easement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (City), an Easement between the City and JEA, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and made a part hereof, granting, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), an all utilities easement to JEA at no cost in order to allow JEA to provide utilities to Fire Station 62 in Council District 6.  Fire Station 62 is currently under construction and is nearing completion.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

GRANT OF EASEMENT

THIS GRANT OF EASEMENT is made this day of . 2014,
between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE. a municipal corporation of the State of Florida. whose address is 214
North Hogan Street, 10™ Floor, ATTN: Real Estate Officer, Jacksonville, Florida, 32202 (“*Grantor™) and JEA, a
body politic and corporate. whose address is 21 W. Church Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, ATTN: Real Estate
Services (“Grantee™).

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the sum of Ten and 00/100 dollars ($10.00) and other
good and valuable consideration to it in hand paid by Grantee, the receipt and sulficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, Grantor hereby grants, bargains, sells, and conveys to the Granlee. its successors and assigns forever,
an unobstructed right-of-way and non-exclusive easement with the right, privilege, and authority 1o said Grantee, its
successors and assigns, 10 construct, operate, lay, maintain, improve, and/or repair, either on, above or below the
surface of the ground. any and all facilities and associated equipment for sewer, waler, waler reuse, electric, other
public utilities, or quasi-utilities, either or all, on, upon, along, over, through. across, below, or under the following
described land situate in Jacksonville, Duval County. Florida, to wit (the “Easement Parcel”).

SEE EXHIBIT “A”, ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF.

The casement rights granted hereby to Grantee include ingress and egress to and over the Easement Parcel
for doing anything necessary or useful or convenient, or removing at any time any and all improvements, lrees or
landscaping located upon, over, under, or in the Easement Parcel, together also with the right and casements,
privileges and appurtenances in and to the Easement Parcel which may be required for the enjoyment of the rights
herein granted.

Upon completion of any construction, installation, repair, restoration, replacement, mainienance or other
alteration of any part of the Grantee’s facilities within the Easement Parcel, the Grantee shall restore the surface of
the Easement Parcel in the same manner as specified in and in accordance with the then current Duval County
standards (the “Standards™). as if within a public right-of-way with respect to any trench repair, restoration ol grass
arcas, paving. walks, driveways, curbs and gutters, siorm drains, culverts and drainage structures on, over, through,
across or under the Easement Parcel. Any further repair or restoration beyond the scope of the Standards of repair
and restoration shall be the responsibility of the Granlor, or its successors or assigns, in and 1o the Easement Parcel.
all at Grantor’s expense.

No use of the Easement Parcel shall be made by Grantor. its successors or assigns, without the prior writien
consent of Grantee. its successors and assigns, which consent may be withheld in the reasonable discretion of
Grantee, its successors and assigns.
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Subject to the provisions and limitations of Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, which are neither waived,
expanded or modified hereby. Grantee shall indemnify and hold Grantor harmless from and against any and all
claims, costs, expenses and damages 10 persons and/or property incurred on the Easement Parcel by, through, or out
of the actions or omissions of Grantee.

All provisions of this instrument, including the benefits and burdens, run with the Easement Parcel and are
binding upon and inure 1o the Grantor, Grantee and their respective successors and assigns.

Grantor represents and warrants that it is the fee simple owner of record of the Easement Parcel and that it
has full power and authority to grant to Grantee the rights granted hereunder.
