RESOLUTION 2014-80-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING, CONGRATULATING AND HONORING NEPTUNE BEACH CITY MANAGER JIM JARBOE ON HIS ACCOMPLISHMENTS AS A CIVIL SERVANT AND AN ATHLETE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City Manager of the City of Neptune Beach, the Honorable Jim Jarboe, is as versatile a man as he is talented; and

WHEREAS,
in addition to managing the governmental affairs of the Neptune Beach community, Jim Jarboe has excelled as a runner, swimmer and weightlifter, winning awards as the latter in dead lift and bench press events; and

WHEREAS,
a life-long resident of Neptune Beach, Jim Jarboe’s professional life has been devoted to public service in the finest manner and his experience has been expansive; and

WHEREAS, after securing a Master’s Degree in Public Administration from the University of Georgia, Jim pursued post-graduate studies at Harvard and New York University; and

WHEREAS, embarking on a career in public service, Jim Jarboe worked for the National League of Cities in the nation’s capital, as a Principal Associate assisting the nation’s big-city mayors and working with the White House domestic staff; and
WHEREAS, upon returning to the First Coast, Jim Jarboe worked in planning for the City of Jacksonville, as an aide to Mayor Hans Tanzler and as a Senior Aide to Mayor Jake Godbold; elected for a four-year term, Jim served on the Jacksonville City Council from 1987 TO 1991, representing the Beaches; and

WHEREAS,
an avid athlete, Jim Jarboe recently won numerous first place awards in his 50+ masters age group in weight-lifting and recently qualified for the IPL US Power Lifting Association’s World Championship in Las Vegas returning home with two first-place awards; in February, he will be attempting to set a world record in an international meet that will be held in Savannah, Georgia; and

Jim Jarboe’s prowess as a first-rate civic leader and his power-lifting attributes characterize a genuine leader in our midst, and we recognize, congratulate and honor Jim Jarboe’s impressive accomplishments and continued promise; now therefore
