RESOLUTION 2014-81-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING WOMEN VETERANS IN JACKSONVILLE; DECLARING THE WEEK OF MARCH 16-22, 2014 WOMEN VETERANS RECOGNITION WEEK; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jacksonville is recognized as one of the most military friendly cities in the nation; and


WHEREAS, with the largest population of women veterans in the state of Florida, Jacksonville is home to more than 14,000 female veterans; and


WHEREAS, women veterans make up more than 14 percent of the veteran population in Duval County; and 


WHEREAS, just like their male counterparts, women veterans have served our country with honor and bravery; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville recognizes the tremendous contributions that women veterans make in our community, and understands the need to address women’s issues locally; and


WHEREAS, the Center for Women Veterans was established by Congress in 1994 as a way to educate female veterans about available resources and provide them with the services and benefits they deserve; and

WHEREAS, the Northeast Florida Women Veterans Association, Inc., advocates for the unique needs of women veterans, and along with their partners, hosts events and projects throughout the year that address those needs; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville joins the national community in honoring the invaluable impact that women veterans make both locally and throughout the world; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby designates the week of March 16-22, 2014 as Women Veterans Recognition Week in Jacksonville, and honors and commends women veterans and encourages citizens to extend sincere gratitude to all female veterans who have served and sacrificed in defense of our nation’s safety and freedom.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
