BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Fee simple parcel.
 There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a City Deed, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, conveying to the State of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Parcel 104, a fee simple parcel on or near Interstate 10 at Cassat Avenue, in Council District 9. The fee parcel, which contains 5,179 square feet and is part of the unopened right-of-way of Onteora Parkway, will become part of a pond site. 

Section 2.

Perpetual Drainage Easements.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a Perpetual Easement for drainage, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, granting to FDOT perpetual drainage easements in, over, and under two City of Jacksonville parcels of real property, Parcels 800A and 800B, on or near Interstate 10 at Cassat Avenue, in Council District 9. The perpetual drainage easement in, over, and under Parcel 800A contains 2.310 acres; the perpetual drainage easement in, over, and under Parcel 800B contains 0.503 acres. Both parcels will be used to install drainage infrastructure for the movement of runoff.

Temporary Construction Easements.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a Temporary Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference, granting to FDOT three temporary construction easements in, over, and under three City of Jacksonville parcels of real property, Parcels 700A, 700B, and 700C, on or near Interstate 10 at Cassat Avenue in Council District 9. The temporary construction easements are for the purposes of tying in and harmonizing adjacent property.
