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ORDINANCE 2014-96-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, THE CONVEYANCE OF A PERPETUAL EASEMENT  TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) FOR THE PURPOSES OF CONSTRUCTING AND MAINTAINING A STORM WATER DRAINAGE SYSTEM AND ASSOCIATED FEATURES RELATED TO STATE ROAD 9B; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A PERPETUAL EASEMENT AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO CONVEY THE PERPETUAL EASEMENT TO FDOT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveyance of perpetual easement approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the conveyance of a perpetual easement to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). The perpetual easement lies perpendicularly across the right-of-way of Bartram Park Boulevard near its intersection with Racetrack Road in Council District 6.
Section 2.

Execution of Perpetual Easement authorized. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form as is set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to convey the perpetual easement to FDOT.  
Section 3. 
Purpose.
The perpetual easement is for the purposes of constructing and maintaining a storm water drainage system and associated features related to State Road 9B. The request for the perpetual drainage easement was routed to various municipal agencies and there were no objections to granting the easement.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
