Bill Summary: the ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a Construction and Maintenance Agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) pursuant to which FDOT will undertake a project known as Bridge Replacement on Dillon Road/Tributary to Brandy Branch Bridge #724049, in Council District 11, and the City will own, operate, maintain, and repair the improvement after completion of the project.
Background Information:  FDOT will fund the construction of the bridge replacement project.  Upon completion of the construction, the City of Jacksonville shall own, operate, maintain and repair the improvement project.  The City shall utilize the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s E-Verify system to verify the employment eligibility of all new employees hired by the City during the term of the contract and require any subcontractors to do the same.  The site of the project is located in both Council Districts 11 and 12, though the text of the ordinance’s title cites Council District 11.
