(collectively, the “Parents”).

Recitals

A. The parties listed above are the Owners, or successors in interesf as Owners,
identified in that Development Agreement between the Owners and the City of Jacksonville
dated December 8, 1998, approved in Resolution 98-735-A and recorded in Official Records
Book 9158, page 1750 of the current public records of Duval County, Florida (the “1998
Development Agreement”). The 1998 Development Agreement was amended in the First
Amendment to Development Agreement between the Owners and the City of Jacksonville dated
Fe‘pruary 13, 2007, approved in Ordinance 2006-1325-E and recorded in Official Records Book
14154, page 621 of the current .public records” of Duval County, Florida (the “First
Amendment”). Collectively, these documents hereinafter are referred to as the “Development
Agreement.”
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B. Tﬁc 1998 Dcyelopment Agreement placed the Property,.as ‘des_cribed‘ in the 1998-
Deve;lopmént Agreemént, within a Trénsportation Management Area (“TMA”)I. The TMA: is
compriséd of various “sectors” and in_clude;s other .properties owned by 0th¢r parties and
governéd by .o_ther development agreem'ents. The sector_é included in the ngelopment
Agree?nent are Sector 1 (a/k/a S¢ctor A—‘l), Sléétox.' 2 (a/k/a Sector A-2), Sector 3 (a/k/a Sector \A-

3), and Sector 8 (a/k/a Sector A-4).'

C. Since the effective date of the bevelop‘ment' Agreement, the Owners and their
successors in interest as Owners listed ébove havé conveyed vaﬂoué parcels \J;/ithin the Property
to besigna_ted Successors, as that term is used in the Devélo-pr'nent Agreement. -Portions of the
Property which have not been conveyed to Designated Successors as of this daté are owned by

the 5/6" Group and the 1/6™ Group as tenants in common of are owned by the Parents.

_D. Also since the effective date of the Development 'Agree;nent-, the Owners and
their successors in interest as Owners listed above have constructed, or have caused to be
constructed; portionsi of the TMA roadway network described in the Development Agreement.
Among the portions of the TMA roadway network which have been cbnstructed are those lying

within Sector 1/A-1 and Sector 2/A-2.

E. The Owners are parties in the pending action captioned Jan Malcolm Jones, Jr., et

al. v. Susan S. Thomas, as Trustee of the Susan S, Thomas Revocable Living Trust dated August

11, 1985, et al,, Case No. 16-2010-CA-1333, Division CV-H, Circuit Court, Fourth Judicial

Circuit, Duval County, Florida. The Owners have agreed to Stipulated Judgment in that action

which will result in a partition of those portions of the Property owned by the 5/6" Group and the
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1/6™ Group as tenants in common. As part of the Stipulated Judgment,_'the Owners and their
successors in intereet as Owner's desire to amend the Development Agreement, pursuant to
Sec;ion 163.3225; Florida Statutes, and Section 655.205, City of J ack'sonlville Ordinance Code,
witn regard to as to certain parcels within Sector 1/A-1, Sector 2/A-2, Sector 3/A-3, and Sector 8
/A-4 depicted in the map in Exlﬁbit A to this Second Amendment and fnnher described in
Exhibit A-1 to this!,Secend Amendment (collectively, the “Amendment Property”). In effect, this
Second Amendment separates among the Owners the righte and obligations under the

Development Agreement with regard to the Amendrnent Property in order to correspond with the

respective ownership of the Amendment Property resulting from the partition. ™~

F. As mentioned above, portions of the Amendment Property currently are owned by
the 5/6™ Group and the 1/6™ Gfoup as tenants in common. Other portions of the Amendment
Property ‘are owned by tne Parents. The'Amendme_nt Property does not include any parcels.
owned - by Designated Successors or their successors, and this Second Amendment is not
intended to affect in any way the validity, applicability, or terms of the Development Agreement

as to and within such parcels owned by Designated Successors or their successors.
G. The City has agreed to the requested amendments.

H. The required public' hearings on this Second Amendment were held, following
proper notice, pursuant to Section 163.3225, Florida Statutes, and Chépter 655, City of
Jacksonville Ordinance Code, before the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee of the City

Council and the City Council.
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1. '_1"his Second Amendment is entered into pursuant to Section 163.3237, Florida
Statutes, which authorizes amendments to development agreements by mutual consent of the

parties, and pursuant to Chapter 655, City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of tl;e covenants herein made and the
performance thereof, the parties hereto agree as follows:

Recitals and Definitions

1. Recitals True. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein by
reference.
2. Definitions of Terms Used in this Second Amendment. All proper terms appearing in

this Second Amendment shall be defined as they are defined in the Development Agreement,
unless otherwise specified in this Second Amendment.

3. Amendment to Development Agreemcnt-. Pursuant ;co Section 163,'3237’ Florida S‘tafutes,
Sections 655.205 (g) and (h), Ordinance Code, and Paragraph 27 of the Develepment
Agreement, the City and the Owners and their successors in interest as Owners hereby amend _fhe

Development Agreement as set forth below.

Amendment Property: Proposed Ownership, Rights, Obligations

.4, Sectors 1/A-1, 2/A-2. 3/A-3, and 8/A-4: The 5/6" Group Parcels. The Owners and their

successors in interest as Owners intend to convey to the 5/6™ Group title to certain parcels of the
Amendment Property within Sectors 1/A-1, 2/A-2, 3/A-3, and 8/A-4, which parcels are depicted '
on the map in Exhibit B to this Second Amendment and further described in Exhibit B-1 to this
Second Amendment (the “'5/6'h Group Parcels”).- With regard to the 5/6™ Group Parcels and any

development therein (including but not limited to the location, design, and construction of any
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portion of the TMA roadway netwoik), as of the'Effective Date of this Second Amendment: [6))
the Owners shall be defined as the 5/6™ Group or their successors in interest as Owners; and (ii)
neither the 1/6™ Group nor the Parents, individualiy and collectively,l shall have any rights or
obligations as Owners under the Development Agreement with respect to the 5/6 Group Parcel.
No amendments, modiﬁcations, or termination of rights under the Development Agreement of
the 5/6 Group as to the 5/6 Parcels shall affect the rights of the 1/6 Group or the 1/6 Group
Parcels under the Development Agreement or affect the rights oi the Parents or the Parent
Parcels under the Develoi)ment Agreement.

Amendment Property within Sectors 1/A—i and 2/A-2, which parcels are depicted on the map in
Exhibit B to this Second Amendment and further described in Exhibit B-2 to this Second
Amendment (the “1/6"™ Group Parcels”). With regard to the 1/6™ Group Parcels and any
development therein (including but not limited to the location, design, and construction of any
portion of the TMA.roadway network), as of the Effective Date of this Second' Amendment: (i)
the Owners shall be defined as the 1/6™ Group or their successors in interest as Owners; and (i)
neither the 5/6"™ Group nor the Parents, individually and collectively, shall have any rights or
- obligations as Owners under the Dei'elopment Agreement with respect to the 1/6 Group Parcels.
No amendments, modifications, or termination of rights under the Development Agreement of
the 1/6 Group as to the 1/6 Parcels shall affect the rights of the 5/6 Group or the 5/6 Group
Parcels under the Development Agreement or affect the rights of the Parents or the Parent

Parcels under the Development Agreement.
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6. Sector 1/A-1:A The Parents Parcels. The Parents own certain parcels of the Amendment
Property within Sector 1/A-1, which parcels are depictedlon the map in Exhibit B to this Second
Amendment and further described in Exhil)it B-3 to this Second Amendment (the “Parents
Parcels”). With regard to the Parents Parcels and any development therein (1nclud1ng but not
limited to the location design, and construction of any portlon of the TMA roadway network) as
of the Effective Date of this-Second Amendment (i) the Owners shall be deﬁned as the Parents

or their successors in interest as Owners; and (ii) neither the 5/6"™ Group nor the 1/6™ Group,

individually and collectively, shall have any rights or obligations as Owners under the

Development Agreement with respect to the Parents Parcels. No amendments, modifications, or
termination of rights under the Development Agreement ot the Parents as to the Parents Parcel
shall affect the rights of the 5/6 Group or the 5/6 Group Parcels under the Development
Agreement or affect the rights of the 1/6 Group or the 1/6 Group Parcels under.the Development
Agreement.

Reserved Capacity

7. Reserved Capacity Issued to Date and l\lot Used or Transferred: Sectors 1/A-1 and 2/A-
2. Pursuant to the Development Agreement and as a result of the construction of the portions of
tlie TMA roadway network in Sectors 1/A-1 and 2/A-2, the City lras issued Reserved Capacity to
the Owners. To date, the following Reserved Capacity has been issued to the Owners but has not
been used by the Owners and has not been transferred to Designated Successors pur‘siiant to
allocations filed with the CMMSO and which remain valid:

(a) Sector 1/A-1: 763 p.m. peak hour trips, Proportionate Share Fee pllaid.

(b) Sector 2/A-2: 1,132 p.m. peak hour trips, Proportionate Share Fee paid.
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All Proportionate Share Fees have been paid for the Reserved Capacity, and the Reserved
Capacity is available for use without the payment of any additional fees or exactions

notwithstanding expiration or cancellation of the Development Agreement.

8. Tra_nsfer of Reserved Capacitv Issued to Date and Not Used or Transfer. As of the
Effective Date of this Second Amendment, the Reserved Capacity de.scribed in Section 7 above
shall be transferred as follows:

(a) To the 5/6® Group:_ in Sector 1/A-1, 319 p.m. peak hour trips; in Sector 2/A-2,
© 473 p.m. peak hour trips (the “5/6 Group Reserved Capacity”). With -regard to the 5/6™ Group
Reserved Capacity: (i) the Owners shall be defined as the 5/6™ Group or their successors in
interest as Owners; (ii) the 5/6™ Group as Owners may use and trarister the 5/6“.l Group Reserved
Capacity among sectors of the TMA as provided in Sections 18 and 19 of the Development
Agreement and may exercise any other rights as Owners provided under the Development
Agreement; and (iii) neither the 1/6™ Group nor the Parents, individually and collectively, shall
have any rights or obligations as Owners under the Development Agreement with respect to the
5/6 Group Reserved Capacity. No amendments, modifications, or termination of rights under the
Development Agreement of the 5/6 Group as to the 5/6 Reserved Capacity shall affect the rights
of the 1/6 Group or the 1/6 Group Reserved Capacity under the Development .Agreement or
affect the rights of the Parents .or the Parents Reserved Capacity under the Development
Agreement.

Capacity among sectors of the TMA as provided in Sections 18 and'19 of the Development
Agreement and may ex_ercise any other rights as Owners provided under thé Development
Agreement% and (iii) neither the 5/6"’ Group nor the Parents,'individlually and collectively, shall
have any rights or obligations as Owners under the _Development_.Agreement with respect to the
1/6 Group Reserved Capacity: Nov.amendments, modiﬁcations, or termination of rights under the
Development Agreement of the 1/6 Group as to the 1/6 Reserved Capacity shall affect the rights
of the 5/6 Group or the 5/6 Group Reserved Capacity under the Development Agreement or

9. Acceptance of Transfers of Reserved Capacity. Nothing in this Second Amendment shall
be construed to limit or otherwise affect the right of the 5/6" Group, 1/6% Group, or the Parents,
as Owners of their respective parcels, to accept a transfer of Reserved Capacity to their
respective parcels from any other Owners or a Designated Successor within.the TMA as rovided
in Section 19 of the Development Agreement.

'10.  Excess Reserved Capacity. Nothing in this Second Amendment shall be construed to
limit or otherwise affect the right of the 5/6™ Group, the 1/6™ Group, or the Parents, as Owners of

their respective‘ parcels, to make requests to the CMMSO regarding any Excess Reserved

Capacity as provided in Section 18(d) of the Development Agreement.

Pursuant to the Development

Agreement, the following external ve.hicle trips are currently assigned to Sectors 1/1-A, 3/A-3

12.  Rights and Obligations as to External Vehicle Trips in Sector 1/A-1. With regard to the

(a) By the assignment from the Owners dated December 17, 2013, and by the
execution and recordation of this Second Amendment, the Owners shall be defined as'the Parents
or their successors in interest as Owners, individually, as follows: Charles Brightman Skinner,

.as Trustee of the Charles Brightman Skinner Revocable Living Trust under Trust Agreement,
dated July 24, 1981, 300 p.m. peak hour trips; Arthur Chester Skinner, Jr., as Trustee of the
Arthur Chester Skinner, Jr., Revocable Living Trust dated September 10, 1981, 300 p.m. peak
hour trips; and Amended and Mary Virginia Skinner Jones, as Trustee of the Mary Virginia
Skinner Jones Living Trust dated March 25, 1999, 300 p.m. peak hour trips.

(b) As Owners, the Parents, individually or collectively, may re-assign such external
vehicle trips among sectors of the TMA as provided in Section 11 of the Development
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Agreement without the consent of the 5/6" Group or the 1/6™ Group and' may exercise any other
rights as Owners provided under the Development Agreement as to such external vehicle trips.

(c) Neither the 5/6™ Group nor the l/_6th Group, individually and collectively, shall
have any rights or obligation_s as Owners under the Development Agreement as to such external
vehicle trips. |

13.  Rights and Obligations as to External Vehicle Trips in Sector 3/A-3. With regard to the

external vehicle trips currently assigned to Sectors 3/A-3, as of the Effective Date of this Second
Amendment: (1) the Owners shall be defined as the 5/6" Group or their successors in interest as
Owners; (ii) the 5/6™ Group as Owners may re-assign such external vehicle trips among sectors
of the TMA as provided in Section 11 of the Development Agreement without the consent of the
1/6™ Group or the Parents and may exercise any other rights as Owners provided under the
‘Development Agreement; and (iii) neither the ll/6th Group nor the Parents, individually and
collectively, shall have any rights or obligations as Owners under the Development Agreement
as to such external vehicle trips.

14. Rights as to External Vehicle Trips in Sector 8/A-4. With regard to the external vehicle

trips currently assigned to Sector 8/A-4, as of the. Effective Date of this Second Amendment:

(a) For 447 p.m. peak hour trips: (i) the Owners shall be defined as the 5/6% Group
or their successors in interest as Owners; (ii) the 5/.6Lh Group as Owners may re-assign such
external vehicle trips among sectors of the TMA as provided in Section 11 of the Development
Agreement without the consent of the 1/6™ Group or the Parents and may exercise any other

rights as Owners provided under the Development Agreement; and (iii) neither the 1/6"™ Group
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nor the Parents, individually and collectively, shall have any rights or obligations as Owners
under the Development Agreement as to such external vehicle trips. |

(l)) For 90 p.m. pealc hour trips: (i) the Owners shall he defined as the 1/6™ Group or

5/6™ Group uses or transfers all of the 5/6™ Group Reserved Capacity described in Sections 8(a)
and 9 above and the external vehicle trips described in Sections 13, 14(a), and 15 above, then the
5/6™ Group may provide the CMMSO with written notice of such event and may identify parcels
among the s5/6™ Group Parcels which, as of such date, are owned by the 5/6™ Group. Upon the
CMMSO’s receipt of such notice: (i) the Development Agreement shall terminate as to the
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identified parcels, and any future development of the identified parcels shall be governed by the -
mobility fee system set forth in Part 5 of Chapter 655, City of J acksonville Ordinance Code,. and
.subject to the payment of mobility fees (or as may be credited with Reserv‘ed Capacity as
provided in Section 20 below) or subject to such -successor transportation ‘exaction system so
long as one remains in effect; and (ii) the CMMSO shall record an acknowledgement of the
receipt of the notice and the termination in the public records, with any cost of recordation to be
paid by the 5/6™ Group. |

17.  Termination Upon Use or Transfer: 1/6™ Group Parcels. At such poi_nt in time as the
1/6™ Group uses or transfers all of the 1/6™ Group Reserved Capacity described in Sections 8(b)
and 9 above and the external vehicle trips described in Sections 14(b) and 15 above, then the
1/6™ Group may provide the CMMSO with written notice of such event and may identify parcels
.among the 1/6™ Group Parcels which, as of such date, are owned.by the 1/6™ Group. Upon the
CMMSO’s receipt of such notice: (i) the Development Agreement shall terminate as to the-
identified parcels, and any future -development of the identified parcels shall be governed by the
mobility fee system set forth in Part 5 of Chapter 655, City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code, and
subject to the payment of mobility fees (or as ‘may be credited with Reserved Capacity as
provided in Section 20 below) or subject to such successor transportation exaction system so
long as one remains in effect; and (ii) the CMMSO shall record an acknowledgement of the
receipt of the notice and the termination in the public records, with any cost of recordation to be
paid by the 1/6™ Group. |

18.  Termination Upon Use or Transfer: Parents Parcels. At such point in time as the Parents

use or transfer any and all Reserved Capacity transferred to the Parents as described in Section 9
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above and the external vehicle trips described in Sections 12 and 15 above, then the Parents may
provide the CMMSO with written notice of such event and may identify parcels among the
ParentsiParcels which, as of such date, are owned by the Parents. Upon the CMMSO’s receipt of
such notice: (i) the Development Agreement shall terminate as to the identified parcels, and any
future development of'the identified parcels shall be governed by the mobility fee system set
forth inPart-S of Chapter 655, City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code, and subject to the payment
of mobility fees (or as may be credited with Reserved Capacity as provided in Section 20 below)
or subject to such successor transportation exaction system so long as one remains in effect; and
(i) the CMMSO shall record an acknowledgement of the receipt of the notice and the
termination in the public records, with any cost of recordation to be paid by the Parents.

Extension of Duration of Agreement

19. Extension to January 15, 2024.  The First Amendment extended the Duration_of

Agreement to January 15, 2019. Since the First Amendment, the sale and development of the
Property has been adversely affected by a worldwide and lengthy recession. During this same
time period, many landowners in the Oity of Jacksonville with development agreements have
obtained extensions to those development agreements either by means of statutory extensions or
amendments to their development agreements. In recognition of the effects of the recession, the
Duration of Agreement of the Development Agreement as to the Amendment Property is hereby
extended to January 15, 2024.

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20.  Reserved Capacity After Expiration. Nothing in this Second Amendment shall be
construed to limit or otherwise affect the rights of the 5/6™ Grou'p, the 1/6"‘_ Group, or the Parents
to request Reserved Capacity to be used as payment for rnobility fees subs’equen_t.to expiration of
the Development Agreement pursuant to Policy l.3.13 of the Transportation Element of the City
of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

Miscellaneous Provisions

21.  Development Agreement Remains in Effect. Except as amended in this Second
Amendment, the Development Agreement shall remain in effect as to and within the Amendment
Property through the Duration of Agreement, as it may be extended.

22. Cancellation of Development Agreement. At any time, the 5/6% Group, the 1/6" Group,

as Owners of their respective parcels, to seek an amendment to the Development Agreement as
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to their respective parcels, including but not limited to an amendment proposing additional
improvements to the TMA roadway network which, if constructed, could constitute payment of
Proportionate Share Contribution(s) by the party _constructing or causing to be constructed the
additional improvements: No such amendment by either Group shall affect .the rights of any
other Group or the Parents under the Development Agreement and no such amendment by the

‘Parents shall affect the rights of any other Group under the Development Agreement.

24. . Prior Payments of Proportionate Share Contributions.. Nothing in this Second
-Amendment shall be construed to limit or otherwise affect the right of the 5/6"™ Group, the 1/6™
Group, or the Parents, as Owners of their respective parcels, to make requests to the CMMSO
regarding ‘any prior payments of Proportionate Share Contributions, including but not limited to
requests to use funds generated by such payment and held by the City for the construction of a
portion of the TMA roadway network pursuant to Section 23 of the Development Agreement.

25.  Recording. This Second Amendment shall be recorded in the public records of Duval

26.  Effective Date. This Second Amendment shall become effective upon execution by all

27.  Necessary Procedures. The parties represent, warrant and agree that this Second
Amendment has been entered into after compliance with all applicable procedures which relate
to the adoption, execution, enforceability or validity of this Second Amendment.

28. Headings. The headings of the sections in this Second Amendment are for convenience

of the reader and do not control the meaning of the provision of this Second Amendment.
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29. Severability. If any part of this Second Amendment is ﬁnally‘ found by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Second Amendment
shall continue to be enforceable.

30. Exe_cution of Documents. Given the provisions above separating among the Owners the
