 RULES AMENDMENT

The Rules Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2014-123:
(1) On page 1, lines 10-11, 28, and lines 29-30, strike “emergency passage upon introduction ” and insert “one cycle emergency passage”;
(2) On page 1, line 9, after “PROGRAM;” insert “PROVIDING FOR THE REVERSION OF UNSPENT FUNDS; WAIVING SECTION 260.201 (LICENSE), ORDINANCE CODE, from march 22, 2014 through april 5, 2014 to ALLOW FOR THE TRANSPORTATION OF MORE THAN eight (8) tires for the buyback evenT; Waiving sections 380.403 (Program established; rule making authority) and Section 380.404 (Host Fee Fund established; accounts), Ordinance Code, to allow for the funds to be used for the tire and snipe sign buyback program;”; 

(3) On page 1, line 27½, insert  new Sections 3-5 to read as follows:

“Section 3.
Reverter. Any funds set aside for the tire and snipe sign buyback program, as set forth herein, which are remaining after the event shall be returned to the account of origin.  

Section 4.

Waiver of Section 260.201 (License), Ordinance Code. Section 260.201 (License), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to allow for the transportation of more than eight (8) tires for the buyback event.  The waiver of Section 260.201 (License), Ordinance Code, shall only be effective from March 22, 2014 through April 5, 2014.
Section 5.  
Waiver of Section 380.403 (Program established; rule making authority) and Section 380.404 (Host Fee Fund established; accounts), Ordinance Code. Section 380.403 (Program established; rule making authority) and Section 380.404 (Host Fee Fund established; accounts), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived to allow for the funds to be used for the tire and snipe signs buyback program.”
(4) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(5) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
