Mike Goldman’s career at the Florida Department of Transportation can be characterized as widely acclaimed and respected; he was always conscientious in disseminating information; he worked closely with local officials and communities; he has been a first-class public servant and will be sorely missed as he pursues new opportunities; now therefore
