Purpose.

Fact Finding Mission to review the University of Maryland’s Democracy Collaborative
Evergreen Cooperative Project in Cleveland, Ohio.

1. What Unmet/Emerging Need Will This Feasibility Mission Explore?

The City of Jacksonville has numerous reports, statistical reviews/charts and studies
reviewing the need for economic development in underserved areas of the City. In-depth
studies have been conducted by the Kirwan Institute for the Study of Race and Ethnicity,
Jacksonville Community Council Inc., Duval County Health Department, Jacksonville
Children’s Commission; University of Florida, Jessie Ball DuPont Foundation and others.

This request for fundr:i'ng ($3,243.54) is not to conduct another study or statistical
analysis, but rather it i$ a request to undertake a Fact Finding Mission to explore the
feasibility of developing an innovative economic development collaborative in
Jacksonville that has beén successful in the Cleveland, Ohio area through a partnership
with the University of _Maryland’s Democracy Collaborative. This project is known as
the “Cleveland Model.”

The location for a similar project in Jacksonville is an area with the highest rates of poverty,
infant mortality, unemployment, homicides, substandard housing, illiteracy and teen
pregnancy and is located in an area dubbed Health Zone 1. This area encompasses the
following Zip Codes: 32202; 32204; 32206; 32208; 32209 and 32254. It is often called the
Urban Core. Poverty rates continue to rise in this target area. Research reveals that poverty is
the single most important factor in determining poor outcomes in health, education and
neighborhood environments.

While the community has implemented several economic development plans within this
targeted area, stronger efforts are still needed to help ensure economic inclusion,
neighborhood stabilizatioh and ultimately the sustainable wealth of citizens. Further, efforts
to rebuild blighted, targeted areas have been fragmented and without one unified
coordination of purposé or planning. Jacksonville does not have a similar innovative
economic cooperative program that not only focuses upon developing jobs for persons living
in poverty, but also allows these workers to become owners and partners of these businesses;
while at the same time providing seed money for the future creations of other cooperatives.
The Cleveland Model addresses these gaps.

By conducting a fact finding mission to Cleveland, Ohio, important stakeholders will be
given the opportunity to observe and determine if the program service of this unusual
cooperative would be a feasible program for the Jacksonville area. The wvisiting
representatives will inélude: 1 individual from the Mayor’s Office (Michelle Barth); 1
individual from the Officeé of Economic Development (Joseph Whitaker or Shamika Baker);
1 individual from Community Foundation (Nina Waters or representative).
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The City of Jacksonville; along with other municipalities, has undergone several years of
deep budget cuts. All travel, except travel that is grant funded and/or mandatory, has been
disallowed. Funding for a one-day fact finding mission to include travel and hotel
accommodations for five is needed to determine if the Democracy Collaborative Pilot Project
(“Cleveland Model”) would work in our community.

2. How Will Your Organization Assess the Existing Local Resources that Address the
Issues Identified In Question 1? How Will Your Organization Collaborate With
These Pre-Existing Programs?

The City of Jacksonvillé is a consolidated city government, making the implementation of
pilot projects more streamlined. This unique type of government also works as an asset when
identifying other government or economic opportunity programs within the community.

With that in mind, the ity recognizes that the Office of Economic Development, as well as
other government officés that provide funding for innovative programs, such as the
Community Developmerit Block Grants (CDBG) will be pivotal partners in the partnership.
They can help identify similar or other supportive funds/programs to enhance the
Collaborative. Also, an inventory of existing local resources will be researched and
completed. '

The “Cleveland Model” is known on a national level for leveraging the purchasing needs of
anchor institutions, such .as hospitals needing laundry or food services, with the employment
and financial backing nécessities of the at-risk residents and taking advantage of strategic
opportunities to build ¢doperatives, completely owned and managed “democratically” by
workers. Jacksonville, Florida could benefit from investigating the “Cleveland Model”
accomplishments and challenges.

3. How Will Your Organization Assess Its Commitment to This Project? Does the
Organization Have the Needed Infrastructure and the Resources Vital to the
Success of this Effort?

After conducting an on-site visit to the Cleveland, Ohio area, the selected team members will
complete a fact sheet or a White Paper describing the feasibility and cost/benefit analysis of
implementing a similai pilot project in our community. At that point, the need for a
Community Wealth Building Roundtable Event (similar to ones held for the Cleveland
Model) will be further analyzed. In line with this, the Fact Finding Mission allows members
to ascertain what specific program elements of the model will need to be altered (tweaked) to
better suit the needs and characteristics of Jacksonville.

Jacksonville is unlike other cities. It is unique and the major program components will need
to be analyzed by team members. However, the Mayor of Jacksonville is commitied to
economic development, particularly for those marginalized and at-risk communities. He and
his administration stand ready to pursue the development of a pilot project, if this pilot
project is deemed promising.
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In line with this, the city, does have the basic infrastructure to begin implementation of this
project, but would need additional funding to ensure that a step-by-step strategic plan and
personnel are in place. To that end, the city would be seeking additional federal, state of
foundation dollars, or may decide to assign existing personnel for the initial stages of the
project.

4. How Will Your Organization Explore the Issue of Continuation Funding?

The City of Jacksonvillé will research the funding opportunities that the “Cleveland Model”
utilized, as well as examine federal, state and foundation grant opportunities. In line with
this, the City also may review economic development grant opportunities via its Community
Development Block Grani(s).

Further, the City will be meeting with private businesses to leverage their financial expertise
or support and will guarditee that the anchor institutions of the city will become part of this
collaborative. The City will aggressively pursue private/public participation for this project.
Without the private sector, this project cannot succeed. :

In short, the city will €xplore internal and external funding avenues, as well as seek the
financial support and participation of the private sector, in that this project must first meet the
needs of our local institutions and be profitable enough to be able to generate equity for each
employee. This model also provides for experienced businessmen/women to take leadership
over the project during the initial stages, mentoring new employees and safeguarding the
growth of the project.

5. If Your Organizati(jn Hopes to Use Consultants for the Feasibility Study, Please
Describe Why this Decision was Made. What Expertise do the Selected Consultants
Have with the Issu¢ You Will be Exploring?

If the City of Jacksonville decides to pursue the implementation of this project, it will most
probably engage the assistance of the Democracy Collaborative Executive Director and/or
other key persons as récommended by the Univérsity of Maryland. This organization has
expertise and knowledge of the various forms and types of economic collaborative
throughout the country. They also have a step-by-step guide on building community wealth
through worker-owned businesses and are familiar with specific challenges and
implementation approaches. However, this request is not to obtain consulting services, but
rather this request is to fuid a Fact Finding Mission to determine the feasibility of creating a
Jacksonville Collaborative.
