Estimated Operating Budget Statement:

The installation of an automated kiosk system will require a $12,250 increase to the annual operating budget of Huguenot Memorial

Park for annual operating costs and repairs.

In FY 13, the allocation for Huguenot Memorial Park contract guard service was reduced by $40,404
(RPWF1D1 04905 Civil Defense). This reduction was achieved by reducing guard service hours and
eliminating early bird access to the park between the hours of 6:00am and 8:00am.

The implementation of the reduced guard service hours were contingent upon the installation of an
automated gate system which was not successfully installed until September 2013 due to issues with the
awarded contractor. The cost of the automatic gate system was $34,500 and was paid with CIP funds.

The reduction to early bird hours went into effect in October of 2013 and park patrons are currently able
to enter the park between the hours of 8:00am and 6:00pm during standard time and 8:00am and
8:00pm during daylight savings time.

The installation of the automated kiosk system will allow for patrons to enter the park between the
hours of 6:00am and 8:00am by paying the entrance fee via the kiosk system. Cost of purchase and
installation of the kiosk system is $52,905. Installation of the automated kiosk system will require an
increase to the annual operating budget by $12,250 for payment of annual operating costs and repairs.
These annual costs will be partially offset by the revenues generated from early bird access fees
collected.
