RESOLUTION 2014-182-A
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE MONTH OF APRIL AS AVIATION APPRECIATION MONTH IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, aviation plays a critical role in the lives of the citizens of the City of Jacksonville, as well as in the operation of our businesses and the success of regional tourism; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has a significant interest in the continued vitality of aviation, aircraft and aerospace manufacturing, commercial service and community airports, and aviation education; and 

WHEREAS, aviation not only drives Jacksonville's economy, it improves our overall quality of life by providing vital emergency response and medical transportation, enhancing public safety by assisting law enforcement, facilitating on-going military flight training , and quickly and safely transporting business and leisure travelers to their destinations; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville, through the Jacksonville Aviation Authority, has a system of four airports that encompass multiple aspects of aviation, including commercial, governmental, maintenance, business, recreational and educational; and 

WHEREAS, Jacksonville International Airport (JAX) serves as the commercial service airport providing non-stop and one-stop service to the millions of business and leisure travelers who come to Jacksonville and the Northeast Florida region every year, and has been consistently recognized for providing superior customer service; and

WHEREAS, Cecil Airport serves aviation maintenance, repair and overhaul companies, has development opportunities to support aviation industries, is a licensed spaceport able to support growing aerospace businesses; and

WHEREAS, Jacksonville Executive at Craig Airport serves as the designated business reliever airport supporting vital business and flight training operations; and

WHEREAS, Herlong Recreational Airport serves the recreational niche of aviation, including sky-diving, gliders and flight training; and

WHEREAS, the four airport system generates a total annual regional economic impact in excess of $2 billion; and
WHEREAS, the significant contribution of aviation to the economic base and quality of life in Jacksonville is deserving of recognition and commendation; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Designating April as Aviation Appreciation Month. The City of Jacksonville hereby declares the month of April in 2014 as Aviation Appreciation Month in Jacksonville, and recognizes the important role that aviation plays in the city’s economy and quality of life.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
