Bill Summary: This ordinance amends Section 745.105 (Changing Names of Public Streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Chapter 745 (Addressing and Street Naming Regulations), Ordinance Code, requiring a petition to be signed by all owners of property abutting the street with the proposed change in name and adding additional criteria for renaming a street after a person.
Background Information:  In addition to the requirement that a petition must be signed by all owners of property owners of property abutting the street with the proposed name change, this Ordinance Code amendment would require that the person whom the name change honors would have to have lived within five (5) miles of the street name change for at least 10 years.  A waiver of any provision of this Section (of the Ordinance Code) shall require a vote of two-thirds of all Council Members.
