RESOLUTION 2014-223-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING THE 50TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE NORTH FLORIDA CORVETTE ASSOCIATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
to many Americans, the automobile is more than a means of transportation to and from work or carpooling for school youngsters
; there are particular automobiles, sports cars in particular, that provide owners with a sense of pride and recreational enjoyment; and

WHEREAS,
when Chevrolet introduced the Corvette in 1953, the motor industry provided the country’s roadside with a new iconic high performance car; new owners were attracted to its sleekness, horsepower and its stylish image; and

WHEREAS,
the North Florida Corvette Association, Inc. of Jacksonville, Florida was established in the summer of 1964; and
WHEREAS,
the North Florida Corvette Association was established for the purpose of bringing together Corvette enthusiasts, to provide fellowship among Corvette owners, to promote civic and charitable activities, and to sponsor events among owners of Corvettes; and

WHEREAS,
the North Florida Corvette Association of Jacksonville is involved in numerous activities and undertakings that benefit the nation and the Jacksonville community including the Navy Relief fund, Ronald McDonald House, Muscular Dystrophy, Spina Bifida, the National Kidney Foundation, the American Cancer Society, the Jacksonville Zoo and others; this year will be the 15th year hosting the World Golf Village car show to benefit the Wolfson Children’s Hospital; and
