WHEREAS, Garrell Fookes retired from the CSX Corporation in November 2013 after having served in many different roles in the railroad industry, from unloading rail cars in Baltimore and ships at the Baltimore Coal Pier to spending twenty-two years for the CSX Police and Special Services; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Fookes’ retirement was tragically cut short by his untimely passing in February 2014, and he is greatly missed by his family, friend and colleagues; now therefore
