ORDINANCE 2014-234
An ordinance appropriating a $1,403.00 paul coverdell forensic sciences improvement grant awarded by the department of justice through the national institute of justice to provide funding for the purchase of a VARIABLE SPEED ROTATOR, A BLOOD TEST TUBE HOLDER, AND A FLOATING TISSUE BATH TO REPLACE OUTDATED EQUIPMENT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-040; providing for city oversight by the OFFICE OF GRANTS AND CONTRACT COMPLIANCE; providing an effective date.
